“Big E” Essay #2

In a literary work named after a major character, sometimes the minor characters go unrecognized.  They are not less important because the work is not named after them.  In your next big E essay, prove this.  Choose any character who is NOT Shane and explain the character’s significance to the story so far.

Consider elements of characterization.  What does the character say?  How does the author describe him or her?  What does the character do?  Does he or she hinder or help Shane?  Does the author let us know the character’s thoughts?  What do the other characters say about him or her?  

In a well-written essay, make an argument for your character’s importance.  Prove why you feel this character is important to the story’s development and/or the reader’s interest.  (You could also take the opposite stand and prove the character is unessential.  Be careful, however.  This is usually more difficult to do.)  

Organization will be very helpful to you in this essay.  Do not just ramble on about your character.  You are trying to prove something – stay focused.
As always, be aware of sentence structure, spelling, grammar, and paragraph structure.
