*Let’s play Tic, Tac, Toe!

*What do you know about measuring? What kinds of things can you measure?

*How do you write the numbers from 11 to 19? From 29 to 50?  Count by 10's to 100. 

*Who was Dr. Martin L. King Jr.? When he said "I have a dream..." did he mean while he was sleeping? How can you help make his "dream" come true? 

*What have you been creating in Art? What are foreground, middle ground and back ground? What have you been working on with Mrs. Aronson? What have you been doing in Technology? Science Lab? What new words have you learned in Spanish? WHEW!
