Class Notes

As we begin a new year with many new and different things to do, we'd like to take a moment to say thanks to everyone for your continued support and for your contributions to our holidays celebrations, our classroom and our school! We look forward to having you join us for reading times during the month of January - Please sign up!!

Ask Me About
For whom did you make a friendship bracelet?

What do you know about the celebrations of Hanukkah, Christmas and Kwanzaa? What do the symbols on the dreidel mean? How is Christmas celebrated?  Which gifts did you most enjoy making? Which was the easiest for you? Which was the most challenging? How did you feel when your family opened the gifts you made?
Which season is this? How is it different from the other seasons? Give some examples of things people and animals do in winter.

Let’s count to 100 by 1’s. Use pennies to help.

Count to 100 by 10’s. (We will soon use dimes to do this. Feel free to practice at home!)

What number comes after ___? (Choose a # appropriate for your child. Some are working 1-20. Others  are working beyond.) What number comes before ___?

Let’s play the “Dragon Squeeze Game” you brought home in December. Let’s use bigger numbers!

How do you make a cut-paper snowflake?

Explain how a Venn diagram works. 

What shapes can you see around you? (We’ve studied circle, square, triangle, rhombus, rectangle and trapezoid.)

Can you make a pattern using 4 different items? What do you need to remember when you come to the end of the row? (Don’t start over; continue the pattern on the next line.)
What can you think of that starts or ends with these letters: amstgrobcnfpx? Can you make some words using these letters?

Let’s review your sight words and predecodable books (or read at the appropriate level for your child. In the classroom, we are often working at different levels.) 


It’s a “new year” and with it comes the introduction of new skills and heightened expectations in areas previously covered. January is always a time of growth and independence in Kindergarten. It is a joy to watch!

Language

The children will be writing more on their own using the sounds we have studied, as well as ones we've not discussed yet.  Some of the spellings that come home may seem a little strange. Try to look at your child’s writing phonetically (the sound needs to match the letter). If it is correct phonetically then that is what we are looking for. The proper spellings can come another time! We want the children to be comfortable putting their thoughts and ideas down on paper and to be able to use our alphabet appropriately and successful. We will continue to encourage their independent writing skills, emphasizing writing legibly, appropriate spacing, capital and lower case letters and ending punctuation. We will also continue to work on blending sounds, rhyming words, sequencing, following directions verbally and in print, and illustrating appropriately.
