November is here and with it comes a time for thinking of families, friends and traditions. If you would like to share something about your special celebration, please let us know.

Ask Me: We have worked to recognize all of the letters of the alphabet. The children should be able to give examples of words beginning with the sounds we’ve studies: Aa, Mm, Ss, Tt, Gg, Rr, Oo, Bb, Nn. They have also been practicing blending syllables and word fragments into words. Ask your child to blend tele-vision, stu-dent, g-oldfish. Remember, we’re practicing! Give encouragement and support with these developing skills.

Other things to ask about:

What is the opposite of quiet? Rough? Full? Up? Etc..What are you doing in Technology? What games have you played in PE? What techniques and artists have you studied in Art? What do these words mean: azul, rojo, Amarillo, naranja, verde, café? Count to 10 in Spanish. What did you do at the class Halloween party?

What does it mean to visualize while you are hearing a story? To make connections? How do you decide what details to add to your illustrations?

How many nocturnal animals can you name? What do you know about each one?
