Girl Scout Troop Meeting Contract

Crabapple Crossing
In order to ensure the safety of all Girl Scouts meeting at Crabapple Crossing, the following rules will be implemented for troops using the school:
· Girl Scouts will not be dismissed until after last load buses have left. This is estimated to be about 3pm. Scouts will stay in the classrooms and can use the time to start on homework if they desire.
· Troops will not use the cafeteria doors for any reason – no girls may arrive for meetings or leave from meetings through those doors. Troops may not go to the playgrounds or habitat through the back doors. Parents will not drop off scouts, supplies, snacks, or anything else through those doors.
· Scouts arriving for meetings from other schools or from other activities must be walked to the cafeteria by a parent or guardian. Parents or guardians are to park in the front parking lot, sign-in, and then escort their scout to the meeting.  Adults that will be helping with meetings need to park in the front parking lot, sign-in, and then proceed to the cafeteria after the scouts have been dismissed from the classrooms.
· Pick-up after meetings will be via the car pool circle. Leaders will bring the girls to the car pool circle at the end of the meeting.  If a scout has to leave early, the parent or guardian will park in the front parking lot, enter through the front office door, walk to the cafeteria, and pick up their daughter from the meeting.  The parent and scout will then leave the building via the front office door.
· Troops leaving the school for field trips (or meeting in other locations) will be dismissed with car riders and are to meet the troop leaders in the front office. There will be NO picking up of scouts via the car pool line. Leaders will park in the front parking lot and meet their girls inside the school. Car rider dismissal can happen BEFORE the 3pm dismissal of scouts meeting at the school.

· Pick up after field trips should be in the car pool parking lot. Parents can park in the spaces beside the trailer and wait for the girls to arrive.  

· Troops can meet in the Habitat and use the playgrounds. Troops going to these locations need to leave the cafeteria through the hallway doors and then exit outside from the doors at either end of the hallway.  To return to the cafeteria, troops must enter through the front office door.  

· Troops using the Habitat CAN have parents pick up back at the habitat. This is the only time pickup can occur on the bus-side of the building.

· Troop leaders will contact parents in the event of school closing or emergency.

· Care of the facilities is very important. Please make sure to keep your area clean and pick-up after yourself----as you have done in the past.
Violating any of these rules will result in the troop losing meeting privileges at the school for the remainder of the year. There will be no second chances.
