TRIPPING ADVENTURES/AWESOME ACTIVITES LOG BOOK


HOW TO USE IT!!





The Tripping Adventures Activities Log Book is provided for your use to record and track trips and special activities that are involved in that may not fall into the six (6) hour or more category.  At times, even if a trip is less than six (6) hours, it will be appropriate to use the Application for Troop/Group Troops of six (6) hours or more.  Guidelines are provided below.





Have the log book available at every Service Unit Meeting.  Make a point to mention that ALL trips and special activities must be logged and recorded, either in the log book or on an Application for Troop/Group Trips form.


Emphasize that no trip should be spur of the moment!  Advance planning will help ensure a successful and fun trip or activity.  If a troop does have an opportunity to participate in an activity or take a short trip with little notice (this often happens with Senior Girl Scout troop), remind the leader or advisor that she should call you with the information for the log book.





IMPORTANT:  Failure to properly document trips could result in a loss of medical benefits available from Mutual of Omaha.  The entry in the log book or the Application for Troop/Group Trips is the leader’s acknowledgment that all necessary precautions and planning have been undertaken.
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GUIDELINES FOR APPROVAL OF TRIPS LASTING SIX (6) HOURS OF LESS





Generally any trip that does not exceed six (6) hours can be logged and approved in the Tripping Adventures/Awesome Activities log book.  When the following conditions apply, the Application for Troop/Group Trips of six (6) hours or more must be used:





If any type of transportation other than private passenger vehicle is being used.


If any specialized activities requiring Council approval will be participated in (all the activities listed in section 7 on the Application for Troop/Group Trips of six (6) hours or more).


If it will take more than one hour to travel to the designated area of activity.
