4.1. Student Council Eating Disorder Prevention Presentation – Bria Magnin-Foster
· Student group propose to install  pamphlet holders & notice boards in school washrooms to distribute information about eating disorders . Estimated cost would be $454 for installation. Eating disorder problems apparently increasing in schools and society. Issue has been discussed with school public health nurse. Washroom pamphlet holder allows privacy for accessing information about eating disorders.

6. 6 Bingo – Cheryl

· New Gaming Commission Rules for Bingo require participants to advertize support of  7-11 Bingo. Conflict exists because students younger than legal gambling age and District 61 rule against gambling advertising in schools. Agreed that full 7-11 poster placed in staff room and notice posted on web site as well as mentioning Bingo as a supporter of Mt Doug when doing so for other businesses.

6. 8 VCPAC November 20th Meeting Report – John Bird

· Feb 19th VC PAC Meeting Summary: Impact of Teachers Dispute mainly felt at elementary school level. Parent volunteers assisting with extra curicular activities at elementary schools.

· RAMPAC invited to nominate Lyse Burgess for Recognition of Local Service Award.
