2. Treasurers Report - John Roche


- Ken Pearce, an independent accountant, has reviewed financial statement for 1999/2000.


- Letter from Ken Pearce stating that financial statement was acceptable read by John Roche.


- John Roche reviewed the financial statements for 1999/2000


- Income for 1999/2000 = $69,953.26; outflows = $63,488.94; surplus =  $6464. 


- Budgeted income for 2000/20001 = $69,097; outflows = $72,230. Deficit = $3,133.


- Inflows for 2000/2001 to date = $38,994.86 (annual fee, bingo fund raising, PAC contribution).


- Outflows for 1999/2001 to date = $37,412.80 (annuals, fees, graduation, scholarships).


- $2850 from 1999/2000 surplus provides additional funding for student council (Principal will arrange transfer of funds when requested by council) 


- $1200 expense in 1999/2000 for banquet was to recognize effort of athletes and coaches. 


- LVISSAA registration fees for 2000/2001 are higher than expected.


- Separate bank account has been established for fund raising in 2000/2001.


	- RAMPAC finances are healthy. 2000/2001 approved budget can be adjusted during year. 


	- Thanks to Aquiles Garro on behalf of RAMPAC for work as Treasurer in 1999/2000.


	- Financial statement will be posted on RAMPAC web site.
