1. Call to order  – Patty Freeman


Meeting called to order at 7:00 PM; all attendees welcomed by Patty.  

2. Approval of Feb 18th , 2004 Minutes  

Correction: (Patty Freeman)--term for the new School Planning Council will extend to June 2005 (not 2004).

Moved (Nellva Kurylo), seconded (Jan Ross) that the minutes be accepted as amended   – Carried.

3. Administration Report

Vice-Principal (Paul Thomas).

Paul gave a detailed presentation on the new Graduation requirements.  A handout entitled  “Graduation Requirements at a Glance” and the new Course Guide for 2004/5 were distributed to parents.  Some highlights include:


-Provincial exams will now be written in Grades 10, 11 and 12


-Except for Language Arts 12, all other Grade 12 Provincial exams will be optional

-Grade 12 provincial exams, if written, will count for 40%; and Grade 10, 11 exams for 20% of final grade

-CAPP 11/12 will be replaced by Planning 10.  A Student Portfolio will be introduced, the preparation of which will span Grades 10 through 12.

4. Committee Reports

Bingo (Jan Ross)

-Another volunteer has been found!  Bingo nights continue to go well.

Treasurer (John Roche)

John was unable to attend the meeting.  He did submit a Budget Variance Report that was circulated to RAMPAC.


VCPAC (Nellva Kurylo)

Nellva provided a detailed report of the VCPAC meeting held March 23, 2004 at Rockheights School.  Some highlights include:

-Fairey Tech presented on opportunities in SD61; the five main focus areas are Auto Body, Machine Shop, Manufacturing Carpentry and Electronics.

-James Bay Community School is putting on an Educational Forum; April 06 from 6-9 pm at the James Bay Community center.  Five members per school are invited.

-City of Victoria has increased its funding for the School Crossing Guard Program from $12K to 30K annually


-VCPAC elections will be in April;  nearly all positions need to be filled

2004/2005 Annual Budget for Greater Victoria School District

Patty Freeman circulated copies of a draft budget for SD61.  Keith reports that the District Maintenance and the Career Preparation programs are especially at risk of funding pressures.

This was followed by wide-ranging general discussion concerning the need for facility enhancements at Mt. Doug. (e.g. fine arts program).  Parent support is viewed as essential if we are to make progress in this area.  To this end it was agreed that June Saracuse and Patty Freeman start by ‘brain-storming’  how best to get the ball rolling.

Keith reported that the assembly regarding drinking and driving, which included Paramedic participation, was a great success.  This initiative will be followed with a Forum on, April 14th at 7:00pm.  Parents will be invited to attend also.  It was suggested that students/parents from the Mt Doug feeder schools should also be included.

Six student interns will also be placed at Mt. Doug next school year.  They will each be linked with a mentor teacher and will stay for the entire year.
