1. Introduction and the Agenda – Patty Freeman

· All welcomed and Agenda circulated.
2. Minutes of the 2003 Annual General Meeting 

Corrections (Patty Freeman):

- School Planning Council Report-- co-chairs do not exist; Council consists of representatives from different interest groups (i.e. parents, teachers, administrators, students).

- Add Cheryl Chapple as a teacher rep and correct the spelling of student rep’s name (Sabrina Yao).

Moved (Cam Bartram), seconded (Peter Li Foa Wing) that the 2003 AGM Minutes be accepted as amended  – Carried.

3. Student Council/Leadership/Grad report 


-Leadership structure has been re-organized and now includes a Leadership Council.


-Corn Roast kick-off to the year; a success.


-Camp Columbia retreat – 98 leadership students (9’s-12’s) attended


-Canuck’s Night’s now offered at the school; lots of great munchies.


-Dance scheduled for Oct 29th.  Parent volunteers (6) needed for 2 cloakroom shifts


-Litter has been a problem; leadership teams have been doing the clean up.  Now much improved.


-‘RAMBucks’ coffee house is also up and running; lots of coffee being sold.  Profits back to leadership and other school events.


-Ski trip planned for Feb 6-8th to Sun Peaks, Kamloops.

- $20 deposit for Dry Grad Silver City night (April 30th) was due on Oct. 10; but still a chance to participate.  Fairways is supporting this event this year (Club Grad promotion):  $3 credit for every $100 spent.  You must indicate you wish to have your receipt validated for Club Grad before the receipt is printed.  The validated receipts must be retained, and submitted when requested, to receive credits towards the $100 ticket.

 4. Administration Reports


Principal’s Report (Meva Sundher):

· attended the Leadership Retreat.  Great start, with a strong Student Council executive this year.  

· Some 27 teachers are new to Mt. Doug, or returning from leave (out of 62 currently at the school); Meva is very pleased with the talents of these new/returning staff.

· Homeroom attendance has been an issue, especially for the Grade 12’s and is currently being reviewed.  A consideration is the mentorship provided by the Grade 12’s for the Grade 9’s in Homeroom.

· Shared lockers were an issue for a small number of students.  Arrangements have now been made to rectify any problems.  

· Girl’s washroom facilities are actually better than some students realized at the beginning of the year.  Better signage now in place to ensure that all options are clearly marked.  Meva notes that the school is ‘up-to-code’ for washroom facilities.

Vice-Principal’s Report (John Fawcett):

· Ten UVIC student teachers are observing at Mt. Doug.  They will be back in January to start a 3-month practicum. 

· John circulated/highlighted the upcoming revisions to the Graduation Requirements.  The current Grade 9’s will be the most impacted; the Grade 10-12’s will stay with the current program.  

· Changes include:  a new 80 credit requirement that spans 3-years (10-12); provincial exams starting in grade 10; Planning 10 will replace the current CAPP 11/12.  A ‘portfolio’ will also be required for each student that will be prepared over several years and presented in grade 12.

Q. Are more lockers planned? 

A. Yes, sixty new lockers will be arriving; these will be full-sized and allotted to the Grade 11’s and 12’s.

Q. What is the status of the multi-purpose room use at lunchtime? 

A. The school is awaiting the arrival of furniture for this room; once received can use for this purpose.
5. School Planning Council Report – John Roche


John provided an overview of the draft document.  RAMPAC then broke into several groups with the objective of identifying both positive and any ‘constructive criticism’ aspects of the report.  Feedback was then presented to the entire group, including the report authors.  A final draft is to be prepared by Monday, Oct. 20 for submission to the School District.
