Mustang Classic Band Festival 2008
Outdoor Facility Usage Plan and Flow Outline
Band buses drop-off band students and park at Community Center (CC) or High School (HS) parking lot as assigned. Greeters stamp band members and chaperones as they leave the bus. Greeter committee chairperson will give instruction packet to band director.  CC band buses will be parked on a diagonal angle in the middle and left lanes (facing from Changebridge) of the parking lot.  This will provide parking for about 36 school buses.  The front side adjacent to Changebridge Rd. will be kept open for Montville residents.  The right lane will be blocked off for 6 coach style buses.  We will block off the parking area we plan to use for buses at 3pm.   Post signs there the night before or that morning reading: “No Parking after 3pm 10/04/08”.  Soccer is finished for the day at 1pm. HS buses park along the right side of the incoming road adjacent to the library and outgoing road adjacent to the baseball field. 
Judges and guest USSBA officials park at the main High School lot.

Band Staff park on the grass hill by the band shell behind and above the band room.
Equipment trucks Enter the main high school parking lot from Horseneck Rd.   Parking attendants will direct trucks to the teachers’ lot, pit cars to the main parking lots.  Greeters or truck lot staff stamp pit crew upon arrival at the truck lot.  Greeters escort band pit members to the truck lot to pick up practice equipment and then proceed to practice field.  
Warm-up fields: Bands are assigned a spot on the practice fields by their greeter (Soccer fields 2, 3 or 4).  Field 1 is closed for the season.  Greeters escort band to warm up field and to the teacher’s lot to pick up equipment from truck.  Instruct all bands to face away from the stadium while practicing. 
Guest/spectator parking: Guests park in the main High School parking lot.  Some parking along Horseneck road next to the baseball field may also be available.  Overflow parking at:  (2.) Trinity Church (3.) Library (4) Bank lots (5) Pinebrook Jewish center (6)  Lazar. Police and Explorers may help parking in the library field.  Guests walk along baseball field warning track, turn right at end and go to the top of stairs leading to the stadium and tennis courts.  

Pay admission at the top of the tennis court steps.  Guests walk down the steps to the stadium home team stands.  No guests allowed on the track or field.  Admission also sold at the far end of the home team side beyond the Mustang field house for anyone who enters from the CC or service road.
Handicapped parking is in the circular drive in front of the HS main entrance and in the main HS lot.  Those needing assistance may be transported to the stands via golf cart.  Parking staff at the entrance to the handicapped parking area will call via radio for golf carts if needed.
Vendors setup between the stairs and the bleachers in front of the tennis court fence. 
Food sales area is between the mustang field house and the stands.  Tents and tables will be setup in that area.  
Restroom locations: (1.) CC fieldhouse (2.) High School (3.) Porta-Potties between stairs and tennis courts.
Bands enter/exit stadium at the large gate at the base of the teachers’ parking lot via the blacktop path through the CC sports fields. Bands exit and enter the field in a clockwise direction from the same gate.  Exiting band goes clockwise around the field and proceeds to the teachers’ parking lot to load equipment.  Guards at gate make sure next band lines up on the left side of the gate allowing the exiting band to pass through on your right facing the field.  Pit crew must be at the gate 20 min before step-off for entrance to the staging area on the grass behind the goalposts.
New track this year: equipment should cross the track only at points where mats cover the track.  Do not allow pit crews to move equipment on the track.  The next band’s pit may stage inside the track on the grass behind the football goal near the home side..

After performing: Band members may return to their busses at the CC to change. 
Band members return to the stadium visitors’ stands and the grassy bank along the visitors’ side. Band members may walk through the back access road to the food concession stands.  Security personnel stationed at the ticket booth on that side will check for hand stamps upon entry.
Judges’ recap will be held in the Choir room at the High School.  It is directly across the hall from the band room.
Exiting the Festival:  Spectators will walk to their cars through the stairway and the baseball fields.  Parking committee staff will direct traffic leaving the parking lots.  Bands will walk through the soccer field path to their buses at the CC parking lot.  If any band busses are parked at High School, they will walk through the HS parking lot to reach their buses.  Police and explorers may assist in directing traffic.
