· Padres (Marcelino Juarez and Brigida Garcia) died when he had barely reached the age of three
· Wanted to learn and every time he got something wrong he had his uncle whip him
· He ran away from home to go to a real school

· Did not like the real school so he dropped out and taught himself

· In 1931 Benito enrolled in the politics as an elected alderman on the Oaxaca town council and in 1835 he was elected to be a liberal deputy to the federal legislature
· 1941-Benito appointed the federal court judge
· He marriage Margarita Mazza and she was the daughter of one of the wealthiest Creole families
· 1860 Benito was elected to be president by the Mexican people.
· 1867 Benito was elected president again
· Then for the next four years of his life the government started building railroads, and schools and most importantly Mexico was able to live by the constitution of 1857 which gave people their rights such as free speech, and free press
· Murió 18 de junio 1872
