MAJOR 4-H FAMILY – Leader of Curtain Call

Carol A. Rhodebeck, 45, of Lisbon died Sunday afternoon from multiple injuries, according to the Waukesha County medical examiner's report.

The family was on the way home from an early pancake breakfast and church services when the van went off the road and struck a tree shortly before 1 p.m., half a mile from the family's home on Plain View Road.

Rhodebeck's son, Aaron, 17, who was driving at the time of the crash, and her husband, Duane, 51, were treated at Community Memorial Hospital in Menomonee Falls and then released.

Duane Rhodebeck was in the passenger seat and Carol Rhodebeck was in the middle seat of the van.

"The father was sleepy and asked his son to drive," said Waukesha County Sheriff's Capt. Dave Beguhn, but the son was also falling asleep and drove off the road.

Everyone describes the Rhodebecks as a "wonderful, giving" family. Carol Rhodebeck home-schooled both her children. The couple's daughter, Melinda, is a freshman at York College in York, Neb., and their son is a junior in high school.

The entire Rhodebeck family is very involved in 4-H activities.  Carol organized the Curtain Call among other 4-H activities.
