A BIT OF CLUB HISTORY -  THIS IS WHERE WE STARTED AND GOT OUR NAME.  


“MARCH 11TH 1948

Fire destroyed the Muckey school building near Muskego today, but the teacher and pupils of sixth, seventh and eighth grades marched to safety.  Aided by the Tess Corners fire department, passers by and deputy sheriffs, the children managed to salvage almost all equipment and supplies.  

….. The blaze was detected about 11 a.m. by a passing motorist, who dashed into the frame building and warned the teacher and pupils who were eating, unaware of the peril.  Classes for the lower grades had been dismissed while senior students took an extensive examination.  

…..The Muckey school, located along Highway 24, has been serving 26 pupils this year under the supervision of Miss Edna Krohn ,Cedarburg.

…..only the west wall and the chimney remained when the fire finally died.  

…..The Muckey school, one of the oldest in Waukesha County, was founded about 1860 on land donated by pioneer Peter Muckey, who came in this area in 1840.  The building destroyed …. was the second frame building on the property. “

Ed note:  The current brick building was built after the fire and in 1950, Muckey 4-H Club was started at that location.  The intersection of the old Muckey Drive (now Hillendale Dr.) and Janesville Road.
