1. Why is Lowell Mason a significant figure in music education?

2. List all of the criteria you would use for assigning grades to the students in your high school Wind Ensemble. List strategies for allowing you to work with and assess individual instrumental students. How would you collect and record the information that would accurately reflect each student’s progress according to each grading criterion? Would you include attendance and behavior in your grading scheme? Why and how?

3. The Yale Seminar (June 17-28, 1963) made recommendations in two areas: musical materials and musical performance. List some criticisms of materials and performance practices from that era and some recommendations for their improvement. List any other recommendations that you remember. Be sure to include the goal of musicality for individual students.
4. List techniques you will use to assess five of the nine National Standards for music in grades 5-8?
5. Discuss criteria for choosing exemplary band/wind literature.
6. Describe the correct use of the lower adjustment for children’s singing for pitches below middle c. Next, describe the correct use of the lower adjustment between middle c and the c an octave higher.
7. List criteria for evaluating/selecting choral music.
8. List the basic elements of a typical high school choral rehearsal. Give suggestions for making the rehearsal run smoothly and for introducing new music.
9. List 4-5 stages of development along the continuum from pre-singers to singers. What is the teacher’s role when working with students who are at one of the less skilled stages?

10. Give general strategies for working with the male and female changing voice. Define tessitura and how you will ensure that your students are given appropriate music to sing.  Give your philosophy about assigning parts for middle school girls.

11. List key strategies for small group instruction for middle school instrumental students.  List materials (everything), initial outcomes (what they need to produce their first sounds), individual student practice, teaching a new song, accommodating slower/quicker students, worksheets, etc.

12. List your top five behavioral expectations for music rehearsals. What are the primary factors that led to these choices? List five consequences of increasing severity that you believe to be fair and objective (this is sometimes called a discipline matrix).

13. Describe an evening concert/program for 6th grade general music students that integrates music with other art forms.
14. Give an outline for the opening procedures on the first day of band in your first job.
