Nextel Destroys a Piece of American History

As the CEO of Nextel, I know you would not want your company associated with these headlines. But, in fact, members of your company and others contracting with your company have taken the steps to destroy our historic community, Fowlers Mill of Munson Township, located northeast of Cleveland, Ohio.
