Kronos was time and was always moving forward.  Gaea was the earth and did not move.  Oblivion was an enigma.  They were the first of the Titans.  Kronos and Gaea gave birth to sons, Prometheus was the eldest of four.  Then followed Jupiter, Poseidon, and Asmodeus.  Prometheus was the favorite of Kronos and Gaea. The Titans were beat by their sons and there began a new age, an age in which Kronos only moves forward, Gaea sleeps, and Oblivion has disappeared.

Jupiter tricks the old gods into falling asleep.

The Third Battle

Man and v the gods

Poseidon unleashed a flood to destroy Man and fire.  Here man learned magic after speaking to Prometheus atop Mt Atlas where they sought refuge.  Afterwards Jupiter sent a condor to eat his brain.

The Fourth Battle

Man and Goblins v Dwarves (then Man and Dwarves v Goblins)
