5TH Grade Performing Arts Fair

The Regional Fifth Grade Performing Arts Fair will be held on Thursday December 1st, (snow date: Friday, December 2, 2005) from 9:30 AM to 2:00 PM at the First Presbyterian Church, 20237 West Ridge Avenue, Galesville, Wisconsin

The Regional performance is a “fair”, a chance to display your performance, have it evaluated, meet creative performers from other schools and see their performances.

Students enter and perform as individuals, or with one partner.  Their selections may be original (by you) or found (written/created by someone else.)  Original pieces are encouraged.  Each performance must last between 2-4 minutes.  At the Regional Fair, all participants must have memorized their parts.  (At the local school level, students may use note cards, books, or cue cards to help them in their presentation.)

Category

Students may enter a performance in one of these categories:

· Prose, Poetry

· Stand-up Comedy or Pantomime

· Storytelling (this can include prose selections)

· Solo or Duet Acting

Each entry must also include an additional artistic element in the presentation.  These could include one or more of:

· Costume

· Piece(s) of Artwork (Original or found)

· Props

· Music (as background or for special effect) NO LIP SYNC

· Any additional category from the original list

For example, a student could dramatically recite a poem with music in the background, or solo-act in original costume.  Students could also combine elements in the entrance categories, choosing one of the categories as the focus of their performance – for example, pantomime a familiar poem or story.

At the Regional Fair, it is performance that will be evaluated – not how elaborate the props can get.  In all cases, the performer(s) must carry all their props on stage in one trip, set them up and take them down quickly.  Any fifth grade student may enter his/her local school or classroom event. 

Schools may bring one performance (individual or with one partner) per 5th grade homeroom. (Up to 5 performances for school districts with fewer homerooms)
