Due Dates to Remember

· Three tentative topics due Thursday, August 18th 

· Specific topic due Friday, August 19th 

· Proposal due with rough outline and thesis statement Wednesday, August 24th  
· September 7th  - First note card check; five sources due

· September 15th - End of progress reporting period

· September 20th - Second note card check; ten to twelve sources due

· October 5th - Your rough drafts MUST have been checked by this time

· October 14th - End of the first quarter

· October 18th - Final paper due

Length

· 800-1000 words required

· Includes only the body of the paper

Sources

· You will find and gather research from 10-12 sources initially

· Use best 5-10 sources for your final draft- be picky!

· 1 Newspaper article

· 1 Magazine article


· 1 Encyclopedia article

· Books, pamphlets, interviews, etc. may also be used

· *** Only one source may be a true Internet source (Homepage etc.)

· Sources that do not include the author should be avoided

· Internet sources must give Internet addresses

Particulars

· Must be in MLA format: This includes the works cited page, headings, title page, and parenthetical documentation

· Double space and use only the front of the paper

· If typed, you may only use 12 point Arial, Helvetica, or Times New Roman.

· Use standard blue or black ink for all parts of the paper

· Must be in a folder

· Must contain only five direct quotations

· Note cards will be in the order of the outline/ paper when turned in as the final project.

· Rubber band or binder clip note cards & bib cards

· Include copies of all sources used, highlighted material, anything you decided NOT to use after whittling your sources down… basically, I want everything turned in that you referenced at any point.

· Final product includes the rough draft, revised cards, all revisions, all papers relating to the topic, working outline, final outline, etc.

Outline Format

· Use Roman numerals for the five main topics, these should start with a capital letter and should be four (4) words in length

· Each main topic must have at least two subtopics

· Use capital letters to designate the subtopics

· Underline the title

· Must include thesis statement at the top of the page

Note Cards
· At least two note cards per subtopic- the minimum is twenty (20) note cards

· Must give the source number (which will match the bib card), the slug, the notes, and the page number

· If you followed instructions correctly the first time, this will be much easier!
