Each of the following is worth one major grade (equivalent to a quiz or an in-class writing assignment).

You will complete three projects for the unit: each of the required projects as well as one of your choice from the projects provided.

I must know which of the following projects you intend to pursue on the first day returning from Thanksgiving break.

Required

Present a scene to the class

1. May be presented either live or through video.

2. Will be graded on the following criteria:

a. Visible, active participation (even acting!) is required of each group member.

b. Familiarity with words- memorization is not necessary; however, there is no excuse for stumbling over your words.

c. Interpretation of scenes

d. Props, staging, scenery, costumes.

3. Each role must be filled.

4. Only one group may present each scene.

5. By the end of the play, every person should have performed a minimum of fifteen (15) lines for the class.  

Tracing a word through the play

1. Choose one of the following words/themes to trace throughout the play.

a. Sleep

b. Blood

c. Things are not what they seem

2. Keep a journal that lists each line number where the word appears, who spoke it, and a brief interpretation of the line.

Choices

Visual interpretation of scenes

1. Absolute minimum is to recreate five scenes

2. Size of paper must remain the same for all scenes if drawn or painted and may not be smaller than 11 x 14

3. This is an artistic endeavor: charcoal, colored pencils, or paints are recommended for sketches.  Pencil or blue or black ink (not a combination) is permitted only if proper shading techniques are used.  

Witchcraft in the 16th century

1.  You will need a minimum of three sources; one source must be a book.

2.  Document each source using proper MLA style.

3.  Essay must be a minimum of three pages, typed & double-spaced.

Dream Analysis

1.  Compare Lady Macbeth's sleepwalking & dreams with modern dream analysis.

2.  Document sources using proper MLA style.

Theme Collage

1.  Choose one of the following themes represented in the play.


- Fair is foul, foul is fair


- Blind ambition


- Power corrupts


- Superstition affects human behavior

2.  Find at least five examples (including line numbers) within the play to use in the collage.

3.  Find at least five examples in newspapers, magazines, internet pictures, etc.

Comparative Literature

1.  Choose one of the following novels to read & compare to Macbeth.


- The Third Witch by Rebecca Reisert


- Harry Potter (any of the series will work)


- Any other novel pre-approved by Ms. Lawson

2.  Write a two-page explication paper comparing one aspect of the plot (i.e. characterization, 

plot structure, motivation, theme…) but please choose an aspect that is actually comparable between the two books.  If you have questions, please ask!
