GENERAL GUIDELINES FOR ISSUING PETITIONS

Petitioners issuing petitions should:

· Help Petitionee through all (3) degrees.

· Ensure petitioner meets necessary qualifications, as prescribed in the Lodge By-laws.  

· Knowledgeable on the subject of Freemasonry or have well-informed brothers assisting.  

· Sign first line of the "Recommended By" section.

The Petitionee requires the following:  

· 30-days to return petition (filled out or blank).  

· Petition be filled out in its entirety and information accurate to include home of record address. 

· Lodge petition fee must accompany the petition.

· 2 x 2 photo (head to shoulders, no sunglasses) shall accompany the petition.

· A brief paragraph stated on petition stating reason for wanting to become a Mason. 

· A mandatory physical to be annotated on the reverse side of the petition by a qualified medical physician.

· Date of Rotation if applicable shall be annotated on top right hand corner of petition. 

· Obtain two more signatures in the recommendation section of the petition.  Signature must be from members of the said Lodge.

· It should be noted that when the petition is presented to the lodge, the petitioner should be present at the said meeting.  If not able to attend, have another one of the petitioner signers to speak on his behalf.  

Other Particulars:

· Brother issuing the petition should make every effort to have petitionee appear at functions or events held by the lodge events prior to receiving the degrees.    

· Ensure Petitionee discusses his desires for membership with his spouse or family prior to petitioning.  

· Inform petitioner about clothing requirement, total cost involved, time periods, and all other requirements.
