Trail Riding Etiquette�(Conduct yourself in a safe, courteous and sportsmanlike manner at all times.�(If you are riding a horse that might kick, tie a red ribbon in its tail.  If you are riding a stallion, �tie a yellow ribbon on his bridle or in his tail. �(Keep a reasonable distance between horses.�(Never gallop up to, away from, or past a rider or group of riders.  Always tell the rider in front of you that you are passing on his right or left.  Always pass in the same gait as the person you are overtaking.�(If you are riding a young or inexperienced horse, please let the group that you are with know.�(Be conservation-minded: Don't litter; don't destroy property; and don't disturb wildlife.
