Read the Chimpanzee poem. Highlight the text layout, which gives the impression of swinging. Look for any evidence for confirming whether chimpanzees are likely to be kind and sweet or frightening. Repeat using the Lion poem


Start a collection of the words that tell us more about the animal.





Look at front cover – predict what  book is about. Read blurb to identify the type of book. Read poem ‘There’s a rumble in the jungle’ Poem mentions three animals In partner discuss what other animals might be in the jungle. Feedback and sort the animals into two lists: those that might be frightening or sweet and kind. Take a picture walk through the book and add any additional animals to the list.

Continue reading the other animal poems noting features such as text layout and listening for words that tells us more about the animals.  Choose one poem and an animal invite children to create a new poem – words from previous session. Compare the differences between  y/day poem and todays.

Choose one of the poems to write out. Highlight the use of a capital letter at the start of each line and note any other punctuation use. Highlight the words that give detail about the animal. E.g. Elephant: big, fat, round, wander, elephing. Try changing some of the words and talk about whether the poem would still make sense.- think of silly alternative words.

Give children first line of poem – choose an animal eg pig – get the children rhyme words – make a 4 line poem.

Literacy Weekly Planning





Children to choose to animals and make a list of words to describe them. Children to work in partners of mixed ability – where possible children choose one land animal and any other








In pairs from y/day chd to create their poem about an animal they have choosen using the words identified to describe the animal – in style of the chimpanzee poem.





Using the animal they have already chosen and descriptive words – children re-write their poem based on the new style from whole class session – chd still working in pairs





Allow the children to choose one of their poems. Continue with whole class session – chd decide on alternative words for description of their animals – they can chose any descriptive words to make it sensible or silly





In pairs allow the children to choose an animal and rhyme words – the create a 4 line poem using the same structure as whole class session
