	Monday


	Nursery rhyme 1,2,3,4,5 show children how to count on their fingers
	Counting using fingers 1to 5 children to show right amount of fingers. Show children shopping bag, say I got some special friends, take out the 3 teddies ask children to count. Ask questions: how many bears? Let’s count them. Say the bears like fish, use the rod and they are going to catch them from the bowl, invite children to help the bears catch the fish
	1. Same activity as the fish in bowls and teddy bears.

2. Place a variety of counting objects on a table. With an adult the children count objects in each set and places the items in sets.

3. Counting fish. Children to draw a picture of fish in a tank. (creative table)
	Sing song again 1,2,3,4,5-can u count the fish as I touch them?
	Counting nursery rhymes, shopping bag, 3 teddies, cut outs of fish, garden games, string, magnets, plastic fish tank, objects to county, 

	Tuesday
	Nursery rhyme 1,2,3,4,5 show children how to count on their fingers  ask al the boys to count to five then all the girls


	Toy box – today’s lesson is about counting. Place toy box on floor so all children can see it. I wonder what is in side? Ask individuals to come and take out one item, as items are taken out arrange them in a line, how many were in the box? Let’s count them. Touch each object as they are counted How many books are there?
	1. Counting items in the box. Children have a box and count items as they place them in their box.

2. Fishing rods and catching fish from yesterday.

3. Children make towers using different amounts of cubes (construction area)
	If possible do plenary during activities through out the day focusing on the independent activities.
	Counting items, cardboard boxes, wrapping pare, assorted counting objects, selection of small boxes, bowls, fishing rods, fish, cubes.

	Wednesday
	Saying a counting song


	Toy box. What was in the toy box yesterday? How many items were in side the box? Let’s see what’s in there today.  Pick out an item e.g. teddy and place it on the floor, ask a child to see if there is another teddy in the box. How many teddies now? Repeat until all items are counted. Use picture of a toy box. Then draw items.
	1. Place pictures of the toys on table, and ask children to create their toy box. (creative table)

2. Fishing bowl

3. Threading beads 0 make necklaces count each colour they use.
	Feedback from group activities. Counting rhymes. One two buckle my shoe.
	Counting items, toy box, and pictures of a toy box on a large piece of paper. Threading beads, fishing rods/ bowls paper, pictures of beads, glue, fish

	Thursday
	Count in 1’s up to five as a class then to 10. Ask individual pairs to count to 5 then to 10.
	Washing day – peg up the washing time across the classroom. Show the children the items in the clothes basket. Can we count out the clothes and peg them on the line? Invite idividuals to peg on line. Ask how many we got on the line now? Can u count the T-shirts? Can u count the trousers? Introduce the puppet Miss Count get miss count to count the objects and the children to count.
	1. Pictures of toys and toy box  (creative table )

2. Children sort clothes on washing line and basket.

3. Count different amounts of objects into containers ask children how many there are in each one.

4. Y1 – place value – tens units (where able)
	Repeat counting with Miss Count,
	Counting items, washing line, clothes basket, clothes, puppet, toys form magazines, glue, paper, plastic containers, assorted counting objects.

	Friday
	SHOW ME: count in ones to ten. Children to hold up right amount of fingers.


	Mary Mary quite contrary. Ask the children to count the amounts of different things in the picture.
	1. Children count out different amounts in the garden. They can colour them in (creative table)

2. Children count the amount of objects in different containers.

3. Match amounts to numbers
	Use Miss count to count the objects in Mary’s garden
