MATHS WEEKLY PLAN








Day








Oral








Whole Class








Activities





Play number bingo


Go on a count around the classroom – count bins, tables, displays etc.


Use a dice and number cards – children roll dice and count out objects – first child to 10 wins.





Give the children 10 objects each. Ask them to count their object then arrange them in a line and count them again.


Then ask the children to arrange the objects in a different way – i.e. a circle top – bottom


Ask them are there less? More?





Using the cut out cars – give different children the cards from 0 – 10


Ask questions such as who has 0? Who has 6?


Invite the children to place the cars in the center of the carpet in correct order.


Count to 10 then beyond








Monday





Skittles – children knock down the skittles and write on boards how many they knocked down


Use the lady birds – children place spots on the lady birds


Count around the class room – how many different things can they find?





Place numbers all around the classroom – children go and look around for the numbers.





Sing numbers songs 


5 Little ducks, Alice the Camel, - reinforce counting to 10 and then back.








Tuesday





Skittles – children knock down the skittles and write on boards how many they knocked down


Use the lady birds – children place spots on the lady birds


Numbers in the sand – children find numbers then place on grids to match.





Use the feely box – invite children to pick a number out of the box – and count out that many with the other children.





Active learning – children count 10,15,20 in different ways i.e. jumping, clapping, nodding.








Wednesday





Build stair cases in different sizes


Game – counting on using roll of dice.


Children use the feely box to order numbers – others can use the bags.





Show children the number line. Ask the children which numbers are missing. Place missing numbers in feely box – invite children to come out to front to pick a number in the box and place the number in correct place.





Active learning – count out numbers by jumping, hopping, clapping etc. count to 10 then 15 then 20.








Friday





Build stair cases in different sizes


Count out a number of objects – then add more, e.g. 5 more , 3 more


Game – roll dice – place counters – count on the moves rolled by dice











Remind the children how we added one more using the steps with cubes. Demonstrate again with the cubes. For each step ask how many now?


What will be the next number when we add one more cube?


Repeat using different amounts i.e. 2 steps.





Point to number line – children to count to 10 and back then to 20 and back.











Thursday





Identify what then children counted – and how many of the different things they counted.











Plenary





Look at the numbers that the children found during whole class activity – count out the different numbers.











Give the children the ladybirds – identify who has different numbers and place them in order.





Look at the children’s staircases – Identify how the children made their stair cases – how many did they add?





Look at the children’s number lines -  identify if they are in order.
