MATHS WEEKLY PLAN





Re-cap on independent activities


Invite children out to make demonstrations.





Measurement sheet – children complete with TA


Use a range of non-standard measures to measure items


How many cars will fit on the road/ in garage?





Demonstrate measuring an item with the children


Then make an estimation and measure.


Invite children to measure items





Sing counting songs








Thursday





Look at the children’s work


Repeat one of the items that the children measured.





Measurement sheet – children complete with TA


Use a range of non-standard measures to measure items


How many cars will fit on the road/ in garage?





Child to lay down on carpet. Use a range of non standard measures to measure the child.


Then invite another child invite children to make estimates of how many, then measure the child.





Sing counting songs








Friday





Use russian dolls how many olls are in there?


Which dolls hold the most?


Which one holds the least?





*See LS for dolls





Sand in a box children take turns to roll dice and fill up their container


Bowl of bubbles – how many cups will it take to fill container of bubbles


Santa’s grotto – how many will fill the biggest bag etc.





Show children the box full of beads. Invite them to guess if it is full of empty. Half  fill the box and then repeat question. 





Each child has number  fans. Hold up a given number. Ask individuals for number either side


Repeat using different numbers








Wednesday





Use the bags from Santa’s grotto and fill the bags with the presents. Count how many fill the bags.





Sand in a box children take turns to roll dice and fill up their container


Bowl of bubbles – how many cups will it take to fill container of bubbles


Santas grotto – how many will fill the biggest bag etc.





Demonstrate to the children filling a container with bubbles.


Invite children make estimations of how many it will take to fill the containers





Counting songs


Such as old Humpty Dumpty








Tuesday





Recite 10 little teddies jumping on the bed





Children complete blast off sheet


Place number carpet tiles in order


Use slithering snnake photocopiable master to play game 10 – 0





*record children singing songs such as 10 green bottles





Explain that todays lesson is about counting from forward and back


Point to number line


Count back pointing to numbers


Show copy of blast off. Discuss what happens when rocket blasts off. Join numbers on sheet 10         0
