MATHS WEEKLY PLAN





Using ribbons / string / card  - children order the sizes





Children peg a selection of clothes on the line in order of size





Children build model garages and bridges tall enough for buses / cars/ lorries (Construction)





Point to the bottles on the wall – ask: are all the bottles the same? How are they different? Explain that some bottles are tall some are short. Point  to a bottle is this one short or tall?





Count amounts in different containers





Children to set table for teddy bears picnic – children to count out knifes, forks, spoons, plates, cups ect





Cubes – make towers and count how many (construction)





Explain that today lesson is about counting on and back from 10.


Show a selection of everyday objects  - count out 5 cubes, 3 bears – are there more cubers or bears? – repeat for different items





Ten green bottles – use bottles on the wall – count number of bottles each time one is removed





Using the plastic cubes – make a wall – ask the children to count the bottles as they are placed on the wall. Ask questions such as are there more than 4? Are there less than 6?

Using ribbons / string / card  - children order the sizes





Cutting straws different lenghs – children to say which are short and which are long





Make crowns using links – for friends on table





Make kites using different lengths for tails (creative)





Using the puppets – children are to be asked to select one which is tall, short, wide / thin





Hand out numeral cards – ask the children to hold up fingers or cards when a number is called out.	





Water – fill containers and compare





Fill different containers with items





Cutting straws – different lengths





Explain that I am going to fill empty containers and compare the containers. Which holds more? Which holds less?
