MONDAY





Use teddy to play a guessing game with the children – children to identify where teddy is.





Re-read Little Red Riding Hood – focus on where different things are in story





Role-play Little red Riding Hood – granma in bed; wolf behind the tree


Create models – position ‘toy’ in different positions


Paint our hands – focus on positional language





Role-play Little red Riding Hood – granma in bed; wolf behind the tree


Create models – position ‘toy’ in different positions


Play elephant trunks – like blind mans buff





Choose children to find a place and ask the others where the child is – children are to use positional language to describe.





Sing ‘wind the bobbin up’.








TUESDAY





Jigsaws – complete pattern


Use construction to create a model


Make patterns using cubes





Show children a repeating pattern – children to identify what comes next





Sing Incy Wincy Spider – focus on actions and how Incy Wincy moves








WEDNESDAY





Paint a symmetrical pattern


Complete a symmetrical pattern/picture


Create a symmetrical pattern using construction





Use mirrors to look around the class for symmetrical items





Make a pattern on a necklace.


Use different colours – ask children how can I make a pattern – what do I need to use next?





Look at symmetrical patterns – identify what the patterns are.








THURSDAY





Paint a symmetrical pattern


Complete a symmetrical pattern


Create a symmetrical pattern using construction








Use mirrors to look around the class for symmetrical items





Play noughts and crosses using the children sitting on chairs – children are to ask questions using positional language to guess which child teach has chosen.
