Oral Mental Starter – Learning Objectives
· Say and use the number names in order in familiar contexts such as number rhymes, songs, stories, counting games and activities (fist to five, then ten, then twenty and beyond.

· Recognise numerals 1 – 9 then 0 – 10, then beyond 10
· Recite numbers in order, continuing to count forwards and backwards from a given number

Key Objectives

· Estimate a number in the range that can be counted reliably, then check by counting

· Use language such as more or less, greater or smaller, to compare two numbers and say which is more or less, and say a number which lies between two given numbers

· Order a given set of selected numbers

· Begin to record numbers, initially by marks, progressing to simple tallying and writing number.

	One man went to mow: sing the song, aim of lesson to count to 10


	Place a number of cubes in a bag. Ask how many cubes are in the bag? Get individuals to estimate the number and write each guess on the board. Ask children to count the cubes. Ask questions about the guesses
	1. In pairs children guess number in a bag and record

2. Using small containers, children guess how many are inside and record on boards

3. Using large containers children guess number inside and record pictorially in books

4. Programme turtle and guess how many moves it will take

5. Using work sheets children work in pairs and record guesses of objects in a box on sheet

6. Sand – children guess how many it takes to fill a container, then fill and count 
	Estimate how many boys and how many girls are in the class. Repeat for other things e.g. food

	1. Children to make  appropriate estimations

	Tuesday
	Give the children number fans. Ask them to identify and hold up a given number


	Neighbour numbers

Explain lesson is about next-door number. Write 6 on board. Ask what comes after, before? Shuffle large number cards - ask a child to pick a number. Children identify before and after number
	1. In pairs, children take turns to throw a dice – they record the number that comes before and after

2. Use a set of number cards -  children turn over 2 of the cards if they are neighbours they keep them

3. In pairs – 1 chooses a number the other spins the spinner to see if they can get its neighbour

4. Children choose a number from pile. They make that number with objects and then the numbers either side

5. Make number towers using cubes

	Show children containers with different amounts inside. Ask how do I put these in order? Invite children to come and count the objects in the containers. Which is smallest> largest? Does this come before or after. Write the numbers in containers on notes. And place containers in correct order
	1. Children order a set of number cards in correct order by picking 5 numbers out of 8 numbers and making a number track

2. Children order containers containing a different amount

3. Peg numeral cards in order on a washing line

4. Place a set of cards e.g. birthday cards with number on, playing cards raffle tickets, children then place them in order

5. Fill trays with objects and match the correct number to it

6. Paint – how many fingerprints will fit on to paper?

	Thursday
	Children to count on several numbers starting from a given number e.g. count on 5 numbers starting from 2. Continue with different number combinations


	Give out numbers 0 – 9 – children to come to front and get themselves into correct order. From smallest to biggest. Which number is more than 6? Which number is less than 10? Repeat using numerals to 20
	1. Children order dotty cards in order from smallest to largest 

2. Children arrange shuffled numeral cards in order, they then find the number which is missing

3. Children order containers containing a different amount

4. Children work in pairs and walk around room and find a number of small objects. Partner must ask question to guess amount

5. Finger paints. – Different sized paper. Children to guess how many finger prints/ hand prints can fit on the paper

6. Sand – role a dice how many does it take to fill up large container using yoghurt pot?
	Choose 6 children. Give children a different amount to hold in hand. Then children need to order using giant number tiles

	Count back several numbers starting from a given number. Start from 8 count back 2 children to hold up correct number on number fan.


	Talk about numbers in the environment; discuss number such as house, phone, bus, dates, and pages in a book. Draw a number in the air. Ask the children to identify what the number is. How can you tell? Ask individual children to come to the front and draw a number in the air. The rest of the children can guess the number
	1. Provide  a range of materials and number templates, children to make their own feely numbers

2. Role play area – writing numbers on envelopes, letters, note books

3. Children to make numbers using play dough on templates, children can make familiar numbers

4. Write numbers in their books, and draw the correct number of items to represent

5. Same as number 4

6. Number jigsaws, children to recognise numbers and amounts to represent
