	FINGER ADD: Children use fingers to find total by counting on.
	Children to identify objects which are heavy or light. Compare 2 objects e.g. a potato and carrot. Which one is heavier? Show parcels which one is heavier large or small. Ask to giver explanation.  Why do we need to weigh things? Sing ‘see-saw Margery Daw’. Weigh to objects. Place labels to show which one is heavier, which is lighter.
	1. Children find things in a collection of objects that are heavier than a potato. Place Label to show

2. Find things in a collection that are lighter than a shell. Then label

3. Children order objects of heaviness, comparing using hands

4. Role-play. Post office have parcels and letters of different sizes
	Have a table labelled- ‘comparing with hands’ and ‘comparing with the balance’ Invite children to guess and compare. record their findings
	Weigh: weights; balances; heavy/light; heavier/lighter; heaviest/ lightest

	Children show two numeral cards that add to a given number


	Hold up a lunch box. Ask if it is full or empty. Count how many children have lunch boxes. Invite the children to show the contents of their lunch boxes. Ask which ones are full, which ones are half full?
	1. Children fill containers. Which ones hold the most? Which one holds the least?

2. In sand tray – children fill containers using a smaller container. Which one holds the most? Least?

3. Use water tray – fill containers with smaller containers – which one holds the most? Least?

4. In pairs children fill lunch boxes with items from kitchen, which holds the most/ least?

	Wednesday
	Children use fingers to ‘take away’ and count how many are left


	Remind the children hat capacity is about how much something holds. Show them different containers. Children to arrange them into order of size starting with the one that holds the most. Tell them that I am going to fill the bottle using the eggcup. Note the amount on the white board. Ask at various times is it full half full empty?. Children to fill other objects and count the number to fill.
	1. Water tray. Children use a range of containers. Which holds more less or same as other containers

2. Sort and order containers to capacity 

3. Children guess how many to fill containers., and record on sheet

4. Use a range of containers with sand find out which one holds more or less than other containers
	3 beakers the same size.

Fill one to top, middle and other empty.  How much does each beaker hold? Encourage use of correct vocabulary. Arrange into an order. Can we arrange them differently?

	Thursday
	Hold up six strips of card. Explain that they are different sizes. Discuss the different sizes. Children peg the strips of card on the washing line in order of length. Which colour is first? Which colour comes between the thirds and forth? Etc
	Hold up a paintbrush and pencil. Which is taller/ add a meter rule. Which is the tallest? Show flash cards. Measure 2 children. Who is the tallest? Add another child. Now which is the tallest? Order children in size. Children to arrange according to height
	1. Children find things that are taller than a chosen item. Record by drawing

2. Compare items that are taller/shorter than a given items use labels to record

3. Children sort items into longest/shortest/same as. Use the labels to record

4. Complete zigzag books – draw children from group who are taller/ shorter than them.

	Recite the days of the week. Put the day cards into order. Which day comes before Monday? After Friday?  In between Sunday and Tuesday? Discuss familiar activities that happen on different days of the week


	Explain that the lesson is about telling the time. Discuss different ways of telling the time. E.g. listening to the radio, alarm clock, listening to chimes, looking at clock/watch. Hold up large clock. Look at face, what is special about the numbers? Point out difference between the numbers, show 9 o’clock and point out the position of hands. Discuss special times in school day. Write special times on board; invite children to place hands correctly. Sing Hickory Dickory Dock
	1. Children make individual clocks using paper plates

2. Make zig zag books showing special times in the school day

3. Children match up the o’clock words to clock faces

4. Draw pictures into books of what happens at different times in the day, e.g. morning afternoon, night
