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Halloween: The Becoming of Michael Myers





Opening Scene: A wide shot of the stars on a dark evening. 





The movie opens with the end sequence from Halloween: H20. The camera pans over a deserted hillside. It focuses on a woman lying on the hill, visibly bleeding. She has cuts on her arms and is bleeding heavily from a head wound. The camera turns and in the distance, a flaming van can be seen. The camera zooms in and a shadowy figure is shown trapped beneath the wreckage. A light makes the pasty white mask barely visible. Camera focuses on LAURIE STRODE, who slowly and painfully rises up. Close up shot shows Laurie’s bloody hands picking up an axe, and she begins to walk towards the van. Her painful stumble is shown from behind, and the camera sees her slowly approaching the van and its’ helpless prisoner.





LAURIE STRODE


“Michael. Michael, get up.”





Michael Myers, the most recognizable face in horror, awakens and appears stunned. As his eyes begin to focus, he sees Laurie. In an electrifying moment, their eyes lock. Mysterious sounds come from him, almost as if he is moaning. He extends his hand to her, and she lowers the axe she is wielding. Her eyes fill with tears, and for the first time in her life, she expresses sympathy for her brother. As their hands nearly touch, Laurie strikes with incredible speed. She swings the axe with all her might and decapitates the nightmare from her past 20 years. She hears sirens approaching, and begins to cry uncontrollably. She lets go of the axe, and falls to the ground. She covers her face with her hands. The approaching sirens become noticeably louder. As the camera zooms in, she removes her hands to reveal a large grin.





LAURIE STRODE


“It’s over…it’s finally over.”





End of Opening Scene: Fade to black. 





Opening Credits/Scene 1: The Halloween theme is playing. The following scenes flash in intervals with the credits. A black hearse pulls into a driveway in front of a large white building. A sign on the lush green lawn reads:





Warren County Coroner





 A pudgy man dressed in a suit opens the driver’s side door and pulls himself out. He walks to the back of the hearse and opens the door with a groan. The camera zooms into the rear of the hearse and focuses on a black bodybag lying atop a gurney. The driver grabs the gurney and pulls it out. He pushes it through the front doors of the building. The camera shows a low view of the man’s feet and the wheels of the gurney. The man pushes the corpse into a room and stops it next to a wall (end of opening scene). A tall figure, the Warren County Coroner Edgar Walls enters the room. 





Edgar Walls


“Is this him?”


Driver


“Yeah, that’s him all right. Just sign here and he’s all yours.”





The driver hands Edgar a clipboard with a bunch of forms attached to it. As the coroner signs the stack of papers, the camera turns to the bodybag. It zooms in on the tag attached to the zipper. The thick white cardboard reads:





Myers, Michael A. Cause of death: Decapitation, multiple stab wounds, excessive blood loss.





The camera returns to the two men. The coroner quickly scrawls his signature on the last form and hands the clipboard back to the driver with a heavy sigh. 





Edgar Walls


“Here you are.”





Driver


“Thanks doc. Have fun tonight.”





Edgar Walls


“Yeah, right. Good night.”





The driver leaves the room, and the camera follows him. The camera slowly crawls to his lower body. As he opens the front door to leave, the camera shows a figure clad in blue coveralls and black work shoes. The camera focuses on the men’s legs as the sounds of a struggle and a slash can be heard. The driver falls to the floor, his throat slit open. The figure stealthily treks down the hallway. The camera shows Edgar unzipping the bodybag and looking inside. The camera shows the decapitated corpse. He pulls out the head and sets it next to the body.





Edgar Walls


“Must’ve been one hell of a night for you, huh fella?”





As he examines the body, he turns back to the head. The wide eyes from the pasty white mask seem to stare right into his. He picks up a clipboard and scans the words, mouthing them as he reads.





Edgar Walls


“According to records, Michael Myers was burned quite a lot back in ‘78. Well, let’s just have a little look see.”





He reaches down, clutches the mask by the pale orange hair, and pulls it off. A normal looking face, the face of Laurie Strode’s ex-husband looks back at him. 





Edgar Walls


“What… in the name of Christ?”





As he stares bewildered, a figure approaches from behind, his face in shadow. Only tufts of wild hair can be seen. The figure clutches the sides of Edgar’s head and twists hard. The snapping of his neck can be heard as his eyes glaze over and his body goes limp. Edgar’s lifeless body slumps to the ground with a thud. The figure steps over him and approaches the table. The camera shows the figures hands grabbing the mask, and follows his hands as he slips it over his head. The hands are horribly disfigured and burned. A close up shows Michael Myers, the Michael Myers staring straight into the camera at the audience. It quickly zooms in until nothing but his eyes can be seen, and the screen goes black. 





End of Scene 1.





Pre-scene: The word Halloween in trademark black and orange letters appears. 





Scene 2: Backstage of The Oprah Winfrey Show. At the bottom of the screen, the words October 31, 2001 appear. Beneath that, the word Halloween appears.





The camera pans a backstage area. People are hurriedly walking around in frantic circles. Wires and cameras are strewn everywhere. Lots of people are talking at once. A large sign on the wall reads:





THE OPRAH WINFREY SHOW





A tall, skinny brunette with a short haircut paces nervously. The woman is Laurie Strode, who will shortly be appearing on the show. A blonde woman in a smock behind a folding chair calls to her. The camera zooms in on the pudgy woman. 





MAKE-UP ARTIST


“Ms. Strode, we’re ready for you now.”








The camera turns to Laurie. She appears to be extremely nervous, and is lightly sweating. She clumsily waltzes over to the make-up chair, making sure to step over the lighting wires. She sits down into the chair and wipes her face. The camera shows a view of both Laurie and the make-up artist in a large mirror bordered by lights.





MAKE-UP ARTIST


“Don’t worry, Ms. Strode. This won’t take long, and you’ll look great for the camera.”





Laurie manages to smile weakly, and the make-up artist begins to brush make-up onto her face. As the woman continues to apply the make-up, Laurie’s eyes begin to search around. She notices something strange: almost everyone has disappeared.





LAURIE STRODE


“Miss, I don’t mean to disturb you, but I have a question…”





The make-up artist stops and stands erect. She looks at Laurie in the mirror. 





MAKE-UP ARTIST


“Yes, Ms. Strode, what is bothering you?”





Laurie shifts uncomfortably in the chair.





LAURIE STRODE


“Where did everybody go?”





MAKE-UP ARTIST


“Everyone has to clear backstage before the show. It’s just part of the…”





She is interrupted by loud music, the theme music from The Oprah Winfrey Show. The make-up artist turns to Laurie and gives her a big grin.





MAKE-UP ARTIST


“Looks like it’s time to go. Listen for your cue from Oprah. And Ms. Strode, good luck!”





The make-up artist removes her smock and walks away. Laurie sits for a moment, breathing hard and closes her eyes. With a deep breath, she picks herself up and walks towards the curtain. The camera follows from behind. She stops directly behind the curtain, and strains to listen. The camera shows the view from the audience, and focuses on Oprah Winfrey.





OPRAH WINFREY


“Hello everybody, and welcome to The Oprah Winfrey Show. Today’s show is our annual Halloween special, and this year we have a most intriguing guest. Terrorized for twenty years by the psychopathic murderer Michael Myers, this courageous woman ended her nightmare by murdering her own brother, Michael Myers himself.”





Laurie listens intently from backstage, but is distracted when she hears movement behind her. She quickly turns around, and finds herself face to face with Michael Myers. The camera shows a facial shot of the shape, whose eyes are wide. The camera falls back to show a view of the brother and sister staring at each other. Laurie is too frightened to move.





LAURIE STRODE


“Michael, no…”





The camera returns to Oprah, who is now holding up a thick book with a picture of a face, half Michael Myers, half Laurie Strode, on the cover. She continues with her story from before. 





OPRAH WINFREY


“Now, with her new tell-all book, Halloween: The Night He Came Home, she elaborates on her experiences and the troubled past of battling the man who made Halloween night the most feared night in the country. Ladies and gentlemen, I’d like you to welcome our guest, New York Times best-selling author and the ultimate survivor, Miss Laurie Strode.”





The audience claps loudly, and the camera shows Oprah turning her attention to the curtains. The applause dies down, and Laurie still hasn’t made her way out. The camera shows Oprah’s grin fading. She looks at the camera, and stands up.





OPRAH WINFREY


“Maybe she needs a little help…yeah, right, this is the woman who killed Michael Myers!”





The audience laughs heartily at the joke. The camera shows the curtains opening just a little, revealing behind them nothing but darkness. Oprah looks surprised, but nevertheless continues.





OPRAH WINFREY


“Ready or not, here she comes! Miss Laurie Strode!”





With the last remark, the curtains fly open. In a heart stopping instant, Laurie Strode’s body is hurled right in front of Oprah. It lands on the stage with a sickening thud. The camera focuses on her. Her eyes are wide open, and she has many bleeding stab wounds. The knife is lodged in her chest. The audience is in panic. Lots of screams. The camera shows people jumping out of their seats and running towards the exit. The camera returns to Oprah, who has gone pale.





OPRAH WINFREY


“Oh my God…”





Her eyes roll into her head, and she faints.
