In a blue tinted light: We cut straight into the middle of Nate and Zev as they exchange heavy blows to each other’s faces. Nate falls backwards, stumbling up against one of the mouldy, dirty walls. Zev moves forwards, pure rage running through him.

ZEV

I’m going to kill you!

RIPPLE TO:

NARRATOR (VO)

…they have learnt that life is full of twists & turns…

INT. CLASSROOM – REDINGSTON HIGH – DAY

In a blue tinted light: Ken stands on one side of his desk, flipping open a file containing a large picture of a wrecked, silver car with smashed windows & spray-painted doors.

ZEV

What’s this?

KEN

Mr. Reins’ car. Found in Colorado two days ago.

RIPPLE TO:

NARRATOR (VO)

…which can change everything.

INT. AUDITORIUM – REDINGSTON HIGH – MORNING

In a blue tinted light: We pan around the large, sloping auditorium as the rows upon rows of plastic seats are filled with anxious students as the short brown haired Helen Parr stands by a small microphone attached to a stand in the middle of the stage.

HELEN PARR

I am retiring, leaving Redingston High.

The nearby Julie Stratford smiles slyly.

FADE OUT.

NARRATOR (VO)

Now they must face the hordes of darkness once

again along with hordes of social dilemmas.

SMASH TO:

‘School’s Out’ by The Last Hard Men starts to play in the background…

EXT. REDINGSTON – MORNING

We get an AERIAL shot of the large town; a few skyscrapers near the edge of the beach, shorter buildings clumped up nearby, the suburban homes spread out on the outside and the large hill to the left with the spa halfway up. And of course, the intricate roads spreading out. The morning sun shines down, reflecting off the calm sea as we…

FEMALE VOICE (VO)

No more pencils… No more books…No more

teachers’ dirty looks…
FADE TO:

EXT. WALKER RESIDENCE – MORNING

We get a straight on, wide shot of the Walker’s house, with two storeys, white woodwork, porch and blue front door. We slowly close in towards the front door, passing the neat yard, white picket fence and the black Mercedes in the drive…

FEMALE VOICE (VO)

Out for summer… Out till fall…we might not come

back at all… School’s… Out… Completely.
The song fades out quickly as we…

SMASH TO:

INT. FRONT ROOM – WALKER RESIDENCE – NIGHT

We pan around the well-lit front room, as Zev stands opposite the TV, a news report on.

NEWS ANCHOR

In other news, residents, businesses and politicians

alike are stunned at the progress made in the re-

opening of Nolova Enterprises.

We get a brief shot of Zev’s stunned face as his jaw drops…

The rocking original ‘School’s Out’ by Alice Cooper slams into full force as we…

SMASH TO:

MONTAGE:

· Zev smashes a demon around the jaw with a hook punch.

· Sammy stands before us as she suddenly ripples out of sight.

· Rick and Lucy stand opposite a ferocious dog-like demon.

· Ken is struck from behind with a solid pot, sending him to the floor.

· Sammy & Ben stare out of a window, illuminated by a fiery light.

· Five tall, black-robed, hooded figures stand around a conference room.

· Ken and Zev lean over several thick books, studying.

· Jane screams loudly as Nate slams his hands down onto her work desk.

· Sue, David and Kristen sit about the kitchen, tension in the air.

· Zev blushes as he talks to an attractive red-haired senior.

· An expensive looking dress ignites into fire. 

· A wide shot of the newly re-opened Nolova Enterprises.

· A vague looking woman bursts into water.

· The students of Redingston High wear their blue Graduation robes.

· A huge Graduation party is in full swing.

· Zev stands in the middle of a demon-crowded pier, fighting for his life.

· Mandy, from the A-U, screams loudly as a knife is swung down at her.

· Title Card: The Final Year of High School Is The Hardest
