The movie starts with a montage of all scream movies put together showing Billy explaining why his mom left him. Moments with Stu are also shown, short scenes with the backstory of Maureen Prescott and Sidney punching Gale from SCREAM and SCREAM2. Short moments from following sequels are shown.


Ghostface chasing and killing are juxtaposed with scenes of dead people and other important scenes.


When they end, black  fills the screen, letters appear blurry but when they come into focus they read : 


Woodsboro, 15 years later





Scene 1


We are looking at a road, it seems that we are inside a van. Suddenly we hear a women screaming.





Woman (O.S.)


What do you mean you don’t know? (Moment) I asked for the truck to bring our stuff before 3.


(Moment) My Name!??!! (Beat) Sidney, Sidney Prescott. 





After it is revealed that we are hearing the voice of Sidney Prescott, 39, she enters in frame. She closes her cell after rudely thanking the moving company. Enter Maureen, 15, her daughter sitting next to her, she is looking out her window.





Sidney (O.S.)


19 years! 19 years since I’ve set foot in this town and already problems are piling up! 





They are silent, very silent especially Sidney which is distracted driving back into her childhood town Woodsboro for which she has just entered for the first time in 19 years (15 years plus the 4 years she spent in Windsor and Hollywood.) Maureen is looking downwards with a sad look on her face, she then looks out her window and she seems annoyed. 


While driving Sidney puts her hand on the rest, her daughter puts her hand on hers affectionately. Sidney removes her hand quickly. Maureen looks at her mom with her eyes getting ready to weep and turns her head around at the window. Sidney doesn’t even look at her daughter she continues to drive very concentrated.


Cut to:





A house, the camera pans to the left and we see Sidney’s van parking near the sidewalk of her new house in her old town.  The van is parked; Maureen and her mom are getting out, Sidney looks around. 


Maureen notices plastic covering her mother’s car. 


The plastic covers a huge part of the corner of right side of the van; it appears to be smashed.








Maureen


Mom, you never told me what happened to the car.








Sidney


Yes I did, some drunk idiot smashed into me.





Maureen keeps looking at the car.





Sidney


Boy! has this town changed.





Someone’s P.O.V. 


We get a view from far of Maureen and her mother walking up the stairs. Something black appears in the corner of the frame, it is shaped like a head, it is watching Maureen run up the stairs as the camera pans down we see it is holding a large and sharp butcher knife…





Smash cut to title card as screams are heard 





TITLE CARD:








SCREAM 





RETURN TO WOODSBORO 














Scene 2 


Int. Prescott house - dawn, much later.


We are looking threw a window, Sidney’s van is departing. We zoom back, Maureen is watching her mother leave, she is sad. She is sitting on a couch. She leaves the living- room, carrying her heavy baggage. 


She drags it to her room.





Int. Maureen’s room.


She tries to launch her baggage in the room and closes the door.





Int. Kitchen


The kitchen is empty; the table is also covered. 


She stairs at her backyard from her patio door. 


The backyard consists of pool, a pool house and gates that lead to an alley. 


She goes out.





Int. Backyard


She descends the stairs examining her new surroundings. 


She looks down the pool, dirt and leafs are at the bottom. 


She looks around the pool house, tries to open it but the door is locked. 


A sound makes her quickly turn around. 


It was the gates that were left wide open. 


She closes them, locks them with a hanging chain. 


While doing so she hears a conversation between two people, they seem to get closer and closer. 


A boy and a girl pass by; they give Maureen a strange look, which is occupying herself with the lock. 


Once they passed her, Maureen curiously looks at them.


Amy looks back, Maureen turns around and walks back into her house.


Blackout.      





Scene 3


The town is still quiet outside for this new morning. 





Int. Prescott kitchen - weeks later


Maureen is in the kitchen setting for breakfast, cereal and everything set on the table she reaches for milk in the fridge but there isn’t any. 





Maureen


Shit!





Int. Maureen’s room


Maureen is at the telephone.


She is anxiously waiting for a response. 





Maureen


Yea, mom!


I…


No mom I need milk, there isn’t any.


There isn’t any.


Mom, I can’t hear you.


Mom… Mom… Mom!





Maureen slowly hangs up the phone.





Ext. Prescott house


Maureen gets out confused not knowing where she’s supposed to go for milk, looking around she spots two possible ways: her street or the street that crosses hers. She plays a game of picking, which show’s the way to the crossing street (the crossing street was where the figure with a knife was standing)


She slowly walks to it.





Maureen’s POV (getting closer and closer to what she sees)


Two people are standing on the sidewalk, in front of a house, we see they are the boy and girl we saw before. The boy leaves, the girl stands still in front of her house


Maureen gets closer, the girl still doesn’t move. As she is about to touch her shoulder, the girl roughly turns around.








Maureen jumps from surprise. 


Maureen


Sorry





She looks at Maureen as if she was an insect. Her face turns to a smile. She presents her self with a handshake.





Amy


Amy Weathers.





Maureen


Oh, Maureen P… Maureen. I’m new in town.





Amy


Oh, really?








Maureen


Yea, I’m kinda lost.





Amy takes out a notepad and a pen from her pocket and gets ready to sign it.





Maureen


 I need milk; I can’t seem to find a store.





Amy (deceived)


Oh. 





She puts away the notepad and pen. She points at a direction with a fake smile.








Amy


Turn Left.





Maureen


Thanks allot.





Amy turns around and whispers ”Bitch”. Maureen hears it and turns around.








Maureen


What did you say?





Amy pretends to cough. Maureen walks away disgusted.





Maureen’s POV


Amy is watching her with an evil look.





Distracted she bumps into a blond girl. The girl does not give her a pleasant look either. 


The girl walks to Amy; they both have big welcoming arms. Maureen walks her way.

















Scene 4


ECU on a glowing moon, a panoramic view of Maureen’s Street at night





Int. Kitchen


Maureen just finished eating; she’s cleaning up the table alone since her mother is working. 


As she finishes she heads to the living room.





Int. Living room night


Maureen gets comfy on her couch; she takes the remote control and switches the TV on. 








ON TV SCREEN >





Announcer 


Just when you thought it was over. 





Girls screaming, people running and father death stabbing lots of people 





Announcer


The new generation is now at risk.





ECU on Maureen’s raging eyes





Girl (O.S.)


 Seems to go around by generation, see her mom was a slut, her grandmother was a slut well I guess that’s everybody! We might as well call this the slut generation.








ECU on Maureen’s cheek as a tear flows down





Suddenly the doorbell rings, Maureen closes the TV with her remote. She takes a look at the door; she can only see a shadow. She takes a quick look out her window; she still can’t see the person but only a shadow. She doesn’t know what to do as she looks around; this is getting her nervous she’s almost panicking. 


The DOORBELL rings again and she finally decides to go open the door.





On Maureen’s HAND


As it twists the doorknob.








Ext. Prescott house - Night 


She opens the door and nobody is there, she looks around starting to get scared as the same boy who is always with Amy passes walking on her sidewalk.

HEY you !





The boy turns around.





Josh


Me?





    Maureen


Yea you! What do you think this is? Funny!





Josh


What the hell are you talking about I was just… 





Maureen


(Interrupting)


Look I’m really sick of you people. Huh? You wanna laugh! Go ahead! Laugh just cause I’ve hadn’t had a happy existence just like you sick people!





Josh 


What’s your problem, I was just passing by. (Beat) Hey are you new here?








Maureen


Ah yea, act all innocent like you don’t know your favorite scream queen has arrived. 


Oh please why don’t you go stab yourself! 





Maureen slams the door on him. Josh turns around stunned not quite understanding what just happened.





Josh


Weirdo’s!?





Josh turns around and walks further down until he realizes who the screaming girl was -


Sydney Prescott’s daughter : Maureen Prescott.

Oh my god that’s her daughter, Sidney Prescott is back in Woodsboro!!! 





All excited Josh runs out of frame.








Scene 5


Int. Josh’s house


Jennifer Parker, sister of Josh Parker, is quietly sleeping on the couch in a very sexy way. The camera pans around her, to reveal her wonderful curves. The entrance door is opening, Josh comes in the house. He watches her sleep with a diabolical smile on his face, he gets close to her face. She let’s out a moan, she opens her eyes, when she sees her brother she screams. Waking up violently she unconsciously turns on the TV, Scary Movie is playing. Josh laughs; he heads to the kitchen, takes off his coat and opens the fridge. 


He fills a glass full of Pepsi, drinks a bit and looks out the balcony window. His sister adapts to the light and yawns, the television is loud, it distracts him from the window and now is heading to the living room. 








Int. living-room


He stands near the couch.





Josh’s POV


Ghostface is killing someone in the movie.





Josh


Oh my god I almost forgot!





Jennifer


Shhh!





Josh 


No really, I swear you’d want to hear it.





Jennifer


Shut up.





Josh


Sidney Prescott and her daughter are back in Woodsboro.





His sister shuts up immediately, she muted the TV. Silence is ruling. She gets up.





Jennifer


The Sidney Prescott? The legendary Sidney Prescott?





Josh (exited)


I know; I couldn’t believe it myself.


(Shaking her) 


DO YOU KNOW WHAT THIS MEANS?!








Jennifer (confused)


No.





Josh


M U R D E R!





Jennifer doesn’t bust making Josh not sure what she thinks about his remark.





Jennifer a “ yeah” face. They hug jumping all excited.





Josh (relaxing)


It was about time this old town renewed the action around here.


Oh oh! Wait you’re never gonna guess this, me Josh Parker spoke to Sidney’s one and only daughter:


Maureen.





Jennifer


No.





Josh


Yea! I swear, oh my god this is so cool.





We zoom in on Jennifer laughing. 


 








Scene 6


Int. Maureen’s room - night





On clock


As it displays 1:44.





Maureen is sleeping, she seems to have a nightmare. She turns around and wakes up vividly, she calms down realizing it was just a dream. She wipes her face, her hands leave trails of blood. A short moment passes before she sees the blood on her hands, she is shocked. 


Flash cut:


A knife is cutting on little girl’s arm, something is being carved on a thigh.


Cut: 


Maureen looks at her blood full hands. 


Bizarre cut to:


Maureen sleeping, ghostface suddenly crawls on her. They are face to face, Maureen wakes up.


Ghostface disappeared, it was all a bad nightmare, to prove it Maureen is not even wearing the same cloths.    



































Scene 7


Ext. Alley - day


The camera pans threw an alley. It rolls down to stop at the backyard of a house. The Prescott backyard.


We see a window the camera zooms to the window.





Int. Prescott house, Maureen’s bedroom 


Maureen is sitting on the floor putting order in her room. She stores a couple of cloths in her closet, takes out a coat hanger, turns around and looks up to the ceiling and we see a fan, Maureen steps on her bed to reach it and activates it. As she gets down from her bed Maureen lays the coat hanger on the counter next to the door. After this she jumps over her bed to sits where she was before, she pulls towards her a baggage. She unzips it open, the content falls out when Maureen accidentally hits it turning around. Maureen quickly turns around with almost her face to the floor but she suddenly doesn’t move, she is fixated by something in front of her. The camera pans past Maureen and we see a box. It is a small box, normal looking and brown, something is written on it: S I D N E Y. 


Before getting ready to open it Maureen takes a look at the hallway: no sign of anybody.





Int. hallway-Prescott house, same time


The camera films one end of the hallway and the camera makes a 180 and we see the other end of the hallway still no one is in sight.





Int. Maureen’s room


Maureen slowly brings the box towards her and opens it . The box is full of paper clips, Maureen draws out randomly a couple of news paper clips, and all look very interesting to her. Suddenly we see that a clip struck a particular chord.


ON PICTURE


We see a picture of Gale Weathers beside Sidney Prescott’s picture with a headline above it: Gale Weathers’ book becomes an immediate Best-seller - Making money on Sidney’s life. 





We see Maureen reading the paper very concentrated.








Scene 8


Int. a room  


ON KEYBOARD


Hands are typing on a Keyboard.


From behind we see a woman with black hair typing on a computer keyboard, the camera pans towards the computer screen. As the camera comes in full focus with the computer screen we see that the mysterious woman is searching for someone by his or her location. 





ECU on a space, right next to the space are the words: Enter Location.


Suddenly a capital H appears, next come the letters o -l -l - y - w - o -o - d, to come to spell Hollywood.  


Under Hollywood, the woman types Sidney Prescott. The screen turns black and “ 1 matching file ” appears the camera pans down as we see the woman’s finger pressing on the ENTER button with affirmation. While the camera is still on the keyboard we slightly see the screen changing. The camera pans up, we see Sidney Prescott’s license card. This is her old license card, she is still 24 on the card. The woman slams her fist on the desk, this is her old card, which means Hollywood is not Sidney’s location anymore and the woman is left with no clue to where Sidney is.


She returns to the previous screen.





ON HANDS


Her hands stay still for a moment, she remains clueless.





ON COMPUTER SCREEN


A capital W appears, Windsor is the word she spelled out. “ No matches “ appears. Sidney did not have a car when she was at Windsor College. No movement whatsoever, a total pause. 





Sequence > A shot from behind the woman, A shot at the screen, A shot on her hands. 


They stand with no movement. 


Her finger hesitatingly presses the W again, we can see she is not too sure about this. 


She continues typing the word Woodsboro. As before the screen turns black and “ 1 Match “ appears again. Once again we see the woman pressing on Enter, very excited this time. We finally get a look at the woman’s eyes as they open wide because of what she just discovered, Sidney Prescott is in Woodsboro. She picks up the phone.











Scene 9 


Amy’s street


Maureen is on her way to Amy’s house. She arrives at the desired location. She walks up the steps and rings the bell. She waits, she rings again, and she waits, rings again. No one is coming, realizing this Maureen walks down the stairs. The door opens, standing behind is the one and only: Josh Parker. Maureen stairs at him with a weird look, he stairs back not expecting her either.





Int. Amy’s house


Maureen is taking a sip of her hot cocoa, Maureen and Josh are sitting at a large wooden table. Each sitting to the far end of each other, the conversation is dead, Maureen doesn’t know how to start. Josh stairs at her.








Josh


Wondering why I’m here?





Maureen


Yea I’d never think you were related to Amy.





Josh


I’m not.





Maureen looks confused.


Josh


I’m her closest friend around here (pause) plus I’m keeping a look on her baby.





Maureen makes a surprised face.





Josh (laughing)


No! Not that kind.





Josh pulls a chair from the long table; a gray cat is lying on the chair sleeping.








Josh


She just loves him.








Maureen


What’s his name?





Josh


Casey.





Maureen


Oh so you’re the cat sitter.





Josh (looking down)


Yup. (long pause) God! It’s hot in here.





Josh takes off his jacket, he puts it on his chair, and a key falls out he puts it on the table.








Maureen 


Oh do you even have easy access?





Josh 


Yea well I’ve known Amy for so long to amount to this kind of trust. (Pause)


Hey, how’d you know where she lived?





Maureen


I remembered the house she was standing in front of. 


By the way, why does her basement look like a barbershop?





The camera pans around and we see what Maureen is talking about.








Josh


It’s her mom’s job, she works here. Upstairs is where Amy basically lives but we just like to hang out here. (Beat) So please if you’re going to visit, ring downstairs it would take me less time to answer.





Maureen let’s out a small laugh.


Josh


Speaking of Amy, I’ve heard you didn’t start on the right foot. 





Maureen


Well, let’s just say she shouldn’t be in a welcoming comity. 





Josh


So why d’you come to see her? 





Maureen takes out the newspaper clip she found in her room and hands it to Josh. 





Maureen


A couple of days ago Amy told me her family name was Weathers, I just wondered if it’s as in 


Gale Weathers.  





He examines it loosely.





Josh


Oh mmmh! Well you should have told her you knew her Aunt.





Maureen


Her aunt!





Josh


Well yea, Amy’s one of the “Stab descendants”.








Maureen


Stab descendants? So they even have a name.





Josh


Of course, and you’re the first one on the list.





Maureen gets up shocked.

 He gently pushes her away, turns around and zips his coat on. He cleans the table with the towel. Maureen watches still not believing what she has done, a great feeling of guiltiness invades her face. Maureen looks around and Josh asks her if she would sit down, feeling she at least owes him this request she sits down. 


He, instead, heads to a room the door is wide open as he enters. After a small moment he exits the small room with no towel in hand closing the door behind him, Maureen screams. Surprise and laughter filled Amy and Maureen for a brief instant, Amy answers the door. She looks very worried upon seeing the person standing outside. The camera pans over to them, it’s Veronica Macher (sister of Stu Macher). Josh rests his arm against Maureen’s shoulder, before asking the obvious question Maureen slightly stairs at Josh’s somewhat comfortable actions towards her.

Maureen


Veronica? That’s what I should get ready for.





Josh


Macher.





Maureen suddenly sets an intriguing look.  





Flashback: SCREAM


Sidney drops a television set on Stu Macher’s face. He dies quickly.





Josh 


Careful she might try to kill you.





Maureen


Why me, I didn’t kill him.





Josh


Alright here it goes.


(Josh turns to face her)


Well it’s obvious; revenge won’t be as sweet if they kill Sidney instead of you.








Maureen


I don’t understand.





Josh


Of course you do. You’re part of the next generation, 


If this were a movie it would be called “STAB THE NEXT GENERATION”.


Forget your mom she’s old, it’s an old story. 


You’re new; you’re fresh to the game. 


The killer wants to break some new ground, he always had. Chasing Sidney is getting old.   


It’s clear now, if anyone, anyone is targeting murder it’s gonna be at you. 


Those are the rules.





The camera closes in on Veronica looking at Maureen; the camera repeats its movement on Maureen staring back. She is deeply freaked.

Amy had closed the door because of Veronica’s very recent departure.

Ext. Amy’s house  


Maureen heads in direction of her house, but doesn’t notice Veronica standing behind her, staring at her, motionless…  











Scene 10


Int. Maureen's house 


Maureen is once again searching in her mom’s box; she empties the box from newspaper clips and suddenly picks up Styrofoam pieces as if protecting a fragile object. Maureen digs deeper and finds a ghostface mask; she freaks, gets up, opens her window and throws it out. After this she digs again, she finds something far more interesting than news paper clip, or a mask, a yellow envelope. 


It is sealed with red wax; it’s a lot bigger and heavier than any type of letter. Making a risky decision Maureen opens it… 


It holds a Videotape.





Cut to:





The tape is being inserted in a VCR.


Int. Living room 


Maureen inserts the tape in her VCR, sits on a couch and activates PLAY with her remote control. 


Over soundtrack we hear a baby’s song, what Maureen sees makes her smile and very happy. We see a baby, Maureen as a baby. The image gets taped over; Maureen’s face takes a worried look. 


The image becomes black, no audio whatsoever.


Camera on Maureen  


We suddenly hear loud yelling and a man’s disturbing scream. Maureen makes a barely visible jump, what she sees is very disturbing, her mouth is left open with shock. We zoom into her wide-open eye.








Scene 11


The Woman’s face is now visible. She is still typing on a computer; she is corresponding with a police officer. It reads:





-Yes please, put me in contact with Officer Barbara             


-Your request is granted.


-Thank you





A moment passes





-Yes Sheriff 


- Officer I demand a report.


- About what?


- 1996, Woodsboro. Any living relatives to victims or those entangled in the Woodsboro murders, which are presently living in Woodsboro.  


- Setting a search Sheriff





A moment passes. The Sheriff is waiting.





- I only found relatives under the name Weathers.





We see the Sheriff looking at the screen. 








Scene 12


Int. Amy’s basement 


Amy and Josh are watching a STAB movie. The killer is chasing a black hared girl.


Camera on Josh as he explains why this movie is bad and all the rules they broke.





Josh (bored)


This movie is so disrespectful  to the world of horror.


I mean look at it! I mean the main actress dies in the first half-hour.


PSYCHO hello???


I mean whom the hell they were trying to fool?


  Oh and the killer is a girl ?!?


First you see the killer opening a steel cage then the killer is


 an Anorexic idiot who’s not strong enough to stand on her own two feet?!? 


Oh wait,oh wait let me guess this is going to become a new trilogy! 


Yes YES then in the last part were going to find out who really opened those steel cages!!


A dead guy from a lake or a six year old murderer! Yes!


STAB 9!  But wait who needs another sequel anyway!


God! Haven’t they learned anything from: STAB takes over Las Vegas !





The camera pans to the right, Amy pretends to sleep from boredom, creating obviously fake noises. Wakes up with her special grin. The camera pans to the left Josh checks his watch.





Josh


Jeez I gotta leave.





Josh picks his coat and leaves.


Amy


Bye.





 Amy doesn’t budge for a second but then closes the TV with her remote. Takes a deep breath, gets up to do something. The phone rings. Amy reaches for it thinking it’s Josh.





Amy (smiling)


Yes?





Voice


Hello?





Amy


HAA HAA!





Voice


Scary night isn’t it?








Amy (annoyed)


Mhmhmh!








Voice 


Are you alone in the house?


 


Amy


Mhmhmh!





The Voice let’s out a little giggle. Amy takes a deep breath and heads to the light switch. She opens the entrance light.





Voice


Turn off the light.





Amy remains still and shocked as the camera zooms on her face. She takes a look at the stairs, walks towards the small room (Scary angles), but stops, turns around to take a look, no trace. 





Voice


What’s your favorite scary movie?





Amy


Fuck you asshole!





She enters the room. Switches the light on, looks around.





Int. Garage 


We see the door opening, Amy checks only for a while and closes the door.





Int. Room 


Amy checks in the bathroom. Comes out and checks from where she came in.





Voice 


Can you see me?





Amy closes her portable phone. She walks out the room thinking this is all a big bluff. 


But she stops, she slowly turns around, her face remains emotionless. 





We get a shot of Amy an arm lenght away from the killer.  


She smiles, the killer grabs her from the throat and brings her close the his mask. Her smile disappears and fear ingulfs her. Slowly the knife rises and gets in the lower part of her back. Her hands grab very hard the neckline of the costume. Her back is full of blood. Her hands release the costume.











Scene 13


We get a view of  Amy’s street, the Alley, Maureen’s backyard and finally the entire street from where Maureen lives (throughtout the sequence night and day change as does the weather as if a number of days have passed). 





Amy’s street day - days later


We see a girl walking in direction to Amy’s house, she’s walking slowly. 


Cut to:





Int. Maureen’s room


Maureen is picking stuff out of a small box. Her installement in the room is nearly complete, all she needs is a little bit of decorating. She pulls out a small red flag, looks at it for a while and pins it to her wall.


She looks around and rests on her bed for a moment. The phone rings, again and again.





Maureen


Mom, are you gonna answer it!





She walks to the phone and answers it. 





Maureen


Hello?





Maureen does not speak for a moment only seems to hear something interesting, but until the last five seconds it seems like terrible news because she lets loose of the phone and runs to the door. We see the phone hanging from it’s cord and the camera pans to the hallway to see Maureen running to the door. 


The door opens, we see Amy going up the stairs (she walks with difficulty, aiding herself with the stairs ramp) she is weak. Next to her is the girl we saw before. They enter.





Maureen


Oh my god, are you ok?


(Amy nodds a yes)


Please sit down.





They make themselves comfortable. The girl stairs at Maureen, Maureen stairs back. 





Raven


I’m sorry, we haven’t been introduced. Raven.





Maureen


Maureen.





Raven 


I’m the one who called the police, when the… the incident happenned.





Maureen


What exactly happenned?





Raven 


Look before I tell you, i’m not gonna pretend I don’t know who you are. 


You’re Maureen Prescott, daughter of Sidney Prescott, who for years has been pursued to be murdered by different psychopaths. But what they all have in common is that they dress with a trademark costume. 


A ghostface. (pause) Look, you probably don’t need a life analysis…








Maureen


You’re right I don’t.


      


Raven


Well what i’m trying to say is, one of those ghostfaced killers… 


attempted to kill Amy a few nights ago.





Maureen is stunned and does not know what to say. Amy grabs Maureen and hugs her very hard. 


A long moment of silence.








Maureen


No. I don’t believe you.





Raven is in disbelief, Amy also sounds in disbelief.





Maureen (to Amy)


I’m sorry, I know it hurts you, but I can’t believe you.





Amy


(the sound is muffled because she speaks on Maureen’s shoulder)


Why? 





Maureen


No, no I mean think about this, it’s been 15 god damn years!





Raven gets up madly and gets in Maureen’s face.








Raven


No you think about this! 


It doesn’t take a genius to put a costume and stab someone! 





Maureen


What does Josh think about this?





Amy gets her head off from Maureen’s shoulder. Raven gets a weird look.

Raven


Josh is in jail.





Maureen gets up as disbelief stings her.





Raven


Amy thinks he’s the one who did it.





Maureen


How could you do this to him! He was your best friend!





Everyone stands in silence; you can feel Amy’s guiltiness.





Maureen


I guess killers aren’t the only ones who can stab you in the back!





Amy gets up and slaps Maureen very hard. Raven gets up to try to calm her down. With a hand on her face, Maureen is about to say something.

Raven and Amy head for the door.





Maureen


Wait!





She gets up and grabs Raven’s arm. The door is left open.

Wait. How do we know its not you doing this?





Mad like hell, she gets in Maureen’s face. She opens her mouth to say something. Josh smashes in. Amy screams. Raven turns around and tries to push Josh away.

Get out of here!





In the raging state that he is, Josh pushes Raven away. She lands on the floor. Everyone is silent.

He grabs her by the collar part of her shirt.

Raven gets up and starts hitting Josh on the back, it doesn’t affect him.

Raven flies backwards, her head hits the closet door. The hit makes her dizzy.





She falls flat on her stomach, her face is towards the camera. The camera zooms into her face and roams her brown hair.

Scene 14   


Her brown hair is still very present in the frame. The camera pans away.





Int. Maureen Prescott’s room


Raven lays on the bed. Sleeping.





Raven’s POV (her eyes opened)


Maureen is looking at her.





Sidney poses a fresh glass of water on the counter.





Maureen


Thanks mom. 





Sidney leaves the room.


Maureen (to Raven)


Are you ok?





Raven gets up as if she just woke from a nightmare. Maureen quickly calms her down; she gives her the glass of water. As soon as she is calmed, Maureen is ready to talk to her.





Maureen


If you were gonna ask, Amy’s with Josh.


They both decided they would discuss what happened at her house. 





Raven finishes her glass of water and gives it to Maureen. 





Raven


Thank you.





Maureen


Anything else?





Raven


No. Thank you.





She poses the glass on a counter. Soon after she stands in front of a mirror, putting some order on the desk. 





Maureen


If it doesn’t bother you, i’d like to talk to you.





Raven


About what?








Maureen 


Something you said before.





Raven 


I said lots of things.





Maureen


You know lots of them too.





Raven


Oh I get it, you wanna talk about me knowing so much about you. Right?





Maureen


Right.





Raven


Well, I don’t think I should be questionned 


about something that everybody knows.





Maureen


No, it’s not that. It’s the way you said it.


 You gave me the feeling like you knew more than you should.





A zoom on Raven’s face.








Raven 


That’s about all I know.





Maureen


I guess you just spooked me.





A moment passes.





Raven


Why are you so afraid?





Maureen


I am not.





Raven


Why do you feel so much of an urge to hide your mother and her past.





Maureen


I don’t, I’ve got nothing to hide!





Raven

Flashback SCR3AM 


Sidney and Kincaid are at gunpoint, after he saves her life by taking a knife in the chest and battles with the killer.

Raven

Maureen


He’s dead.





Camera zooms on Raven.


Raven 


Oh god I’m so sorry.

Maureen turns around. Her face is expressionless. A moment passes.














Maureen


My father died five years ago. I was only ten.

Int. Amy’s basement. Josh is helping Amy get a start on the main stairs.

Amy nods. He leaves and she slowly walks up the stairs.





Int. Josh’s room


Josh enters, he takes off his coat. He is about to put a hanger in his coat, changing idea, he throws the hanger on his bed. Lying on his bed he remains motionless. The camera zooms on his eye,


BLACK OUT. 


 


Raven


Who did this to you!





Amy is lying on the floor in a pool of blood. Raven repeats her question,





Amy (whispering)


I don’t know.








Raven


You know who it is!


It was Josh, wasn’t it? It was Josh!





Amy moans, Raven shakes her affirming it was Josh. Amy gives in and says yes.


BLACK OUT.





We see an eye, wattery.


The camera pans backwards.


Amy is lying on her bed with teary eyes, she wipes it.


Amy’s figure becomes Josh, madness rules his face. 








ON JOSH’S HAND


Making a fist 


HIS EYES


He looks at the ceiling fan, the fan is turning at fastest velocity.


Montage - eyes, fist, fan.


In a rage he gets up and throws the nearby hanger at the fan. On hit, the curved part snaps, it revolves around. The camera moves to the left we discover a paralysed Josh, the hanger nearly missed his neck. It is stuck in the wall and it left a cut on his neck. 











Scene 16


Int. Raven’s room 


Raven comes in her room, 


ON DOOR


As she closes it.





We look at the closet doors, nothing is unusual but we still look at them. Raven puts her coat on a chair near the window, she fixes her stuff for a moment, the phone rings. She answers it.





Raven


Hello.





Nobody seems to be there.


Raven


Hello! Anybody there?








Raven hangs up. She returns to whatever she was doing. The phone rings again. She answers, nobody is there. She hangs up quickly. She gets up, the phone rings again.





Raven


Listen you id…





Voice


Hello.





Raven


Oh hello?





The line goes dead. She hangs up and tries to open the door, the knob comes off.


She drops it to the floor and runs to the door. 


She tries to open the door multiple times using all of her strength. 


She bends down, trying to talk threw the hole. 

















Raven


Diane!


Diane, the door is stuck, help me!


Somebody help me!


Fine I’ll help myself!





Raven walks over the bed, steps on the chair and opens the window, the phone rings.


A small panic starts to strike. 


The phone seems to ring forever. Raven slowly closes the window, walks down the chair and walks around the bed. 


She picks up the phone.








Raven (scared)


Hello?





We hear Amy’s screams coming from the phone, after they end Raven hears her own voice from when she was trying to convince Amy it was Josh who stabbed her.





Panicking she drops the phone and runs to open a drawer. 


She takes out a stick, breathing hard holding the stick close to her heart. 


But her head dramatically turns around, it seems to horrify her. 


The lights go out.  


The words “ behind you “ glow near the window. 





From a shot on Raven, 


the glowing mask of ghostface appears from the closet doors. 


He gets closer and closer to her. 


Following her glowing directions, Raven turns around. 


The simple surprise makes her strike a powerful hit. 


We hear lots of noise, after that not much is visible. 


She opens the verticals to allow some light in the room. 


The killer is unconscious, lying next to the door. 


She takes a few steps forward before realizing she is trapped in her own house. 


She starts to panic. 


She attempts to pass him. 


She stretches her leg over him. She relaxes her tension, she slowly tries to open the door. 


The killer jumps, she freaks, she trips over his body trying to run away. 





In full surveillance she slowly gets up, she backs away quickly. 


She doesn’t know what to do, finally a glimpse of the window makes her think. 


Directing herself at the window, she gently opens it. 


Aiding herself from the chair, she manages to put a leg out the window. 


Her body is midway out. 


The killer comes back to life, Raven screams, he runs and jumps over the bed, Raven almost falls out of the window. 


He grabs her by the arm before she does, he pulls her halfway in. 


In a great effort she punches the killer, he let’s go of her arm. 


She quickly escapes, the killer watches her leave, he runs out of frame.

Raven is running and crying for help.





Ext. Amy’s house


Raven runs to the basement door, she knocks. She runs to the front door, she rings and tries to open the door. She looks at the window nobody seems to be there. 


She walks down the stairs looking at the crossing street, the direction for Maureen’s house.





Cut to:


Ext. Maureen’s house


Raven walks on her guard. She quickly goes up the stairs, she rings and knocks but no answer. She runs to her backyard.





Int. backyard


Raven finds an object, remembering where Maureen’s room is located she throws the object at her window. 


(A moment passes)  


Maureen looks out her window.





Raven


Open the door!





Maureen appears behind the patio doors. Raven runs up the stairs, Maureen opens for her. She enters with exhaustion, thanking her. Distracted, Maureen closes the doors but does not lock them. 





Raven


God, thank you!





Maureen


Why are you like this what’s wrong?





Raven 


Let me sit down first.





Maureen


Alright.


They enter her room.





Int. Maureen’s room - later


Raven


Look you can’t deny this any longer. 


Denial won’t make you a survivor.





Maureen


You’re probably right.





Raven


I am.





Maureen


Ok. So what if there is a killer how can we stop him?





Raven


Something you have to face is the fact that 


the psycho behind this is probably already in your life.


   


Maureen


I know.





Raven


He or she or them, is waiting for you out there you need to be careful.





A silent moment passes.


Raven


I still don’t know why you lied about your dad.





Maureen

So I followed you, I wanna know what’s wrong





Raven


So what took you so long to arrive here.





Josh 


I checked out Amy’s house first, (beat)


 She said she would be there. It’s weird.    





ON TELEPHONE


As it rings. Maureen picks it up quickly.





Maureen


Hello? 


Oh hi mom.





She signals Josh and Raven to leave the room. They obey.





Int. Living room


Raven enters and looks out the window, Josh follows.





Josh


I think i’m at least entitled to one explanation as why you were running like that.





Raven


He attacked me.





Josh


What!





Raven


Shut up.





Josh


Hey I hope you still don’t think it’s me?





Raven 


Honestly I don’t know what to believe.





Josh 


What do I have to do to you to prove that i’m not a killer.





He gets up, A ghostface mask falls out of his coat. As the mask hits the floor, Raven turns around. She slowly heads towards the door.





Josh


Look I swear, it’s not mine.





In a swift move she heads out and runs away.





Josh


Hey what are you doing!





Raven


Report you!





Maureen comes out of her room.


Maureen


Hey where’s Raven?





Josh panics and shuts the door, he also kicks the mask under the sofa.





Josh


She had to leave.





Maureen joins him in the living room.

I don’t know something came up.





Maureen


Can we sit down.





Josh 


Yea sure.


(he sits down)


What do you wanna talk about?

Int. Kitchen


ON PATIO DOORS as hands with black gloves open them, it is the killer entering in Maureen’s house. He directs himself at Maureen’s bedroom. We hear in the background “don’t worry it will probably take 3 or 4 sequels before he let’s you die” they laugh. The killer enters Maureen’s bedroom.  





Maureen


No seriously, I don’t understand. I’ve never harmed anyone.





Josh


OK, so think it like this. 


This is probably a hard example for you, but bear with me.


About 20 years ago, right here, your mom’s boyfriend Billy Loomis tried to kill your mom. 


Tell me why ?


(Maureen doesn’t wanna answer)


No really come on, this is important.





Maureen


My grandmother, Maureen, slept with Billy’s father, his mother found out and abandonned Billy.


Billy Loomis raped and murdered my grandmother, he tried to kill my mother exactly one year after.














Int. Maureen’s bedroom


The killer seems to listen with interest.

Josh 


Yes but why?


They all ready got vengeance on your grandmother, so why go after her daughter?

I don’t know.





Josh


Exactly, so you see. History always found a way to repeat itself, this killer’s motive is probably linked to your mother, but they will always take a shot at you.


(beat) 


My sister made me think of that one.





Maureen


Oh you have sister!





Int. Maureen’s bedroom


The killer is still listening





Int. Living room


Josh


Yea





Maureen


I’d like to meet her sometime.














Josh


I’ll talk to her ab…


(he checks his watch)


Oh shit! I almost forgot. I have to pick up something for my mom.


Bye. 





Josh runs to the door but turns around. 





Josh


Oh Maureen one last thing.


Writting someone off a suspect list just because they’re dead is the greatest mistake you’ll ever make.


 make. Never underestimate the power of partnership.





Finishing his last phrase Josh looks at Maureen’s room and then leaves. 


After that spooky moment Maureen heads to her room, she is about to twist the door knob when the doorbell rings.





Maureen


God, I couldn’t have more people around if I sold tickets.





A shadow is at the door; we cannot distinguish the figure. Maureen is a bit scared. She opens the door; Veronica Macher is standing with a mild smile. Her arms are behind her back; she looks like she’s hiding something.

Int. room  


The Sheriff is writing like crazy.


ON COMPUTER SCREEN


Officer Barbara, what is the emergency?


I found something really unexpected. 


Send immediately.


On it’s way Sheriff





The Sheriff opens the downloaded file.


A picture of Veronica fills the screen. She returns to her previous screen.





Why did you send a kid’s picture officer???


That’s Veronica Macher, turns out Stuart Macher had a sister.


The arrival of Sidney and her daughter, Stu’s sister, the sudden attacks! I can’t sit here. Barb meet me at 5630 Elm Street, we have to put them to safety before anything happens.


Sheriff if I may ask, why are you so determined to help them????


Just fulfilling a father’s dream.


Of course sheriff RILEY. 





Scene 19      


Int. Prescott house entrance - same time











Maureen


Oh hi…








Veronica


Hello.





She stands outside.


Maureen


You can come in if you want.





Veronica enters and closes the door with her hands behind her back so quickly that is scares Maureen away. 


Veronica walks forward as Maureen walks backwards.





Veronica


There’s something I want to give you.





                                                    Maureen (asking with fear and difficulty)


Oh really, is… is it what you’re hiding behind your back?





Veronica nods a yes with a smile. Maureen looks at her arms, they are about to reveal what it is. Maureen, afraid that it might be a weapon, defends herself by hiting Veronica in the arm with a broom stick and immediatly runs out the Patio door. Veronica is laying on the floor, dead. The killer watches her, he kneels next to her. He feels her chest, brings out a beautiful gold neckless with a cross out of her shirt and rips it away from her neck. 











Scene 20


Ext. Street - not too far from the Prescott house


Maureen is still running, she gives a look behind her back. She inhales air as quickly as she can sitting down on the side of the road.   


Cut to:


Int. Sidney’s van


Sidney is driving bored in her van, she opens a bottle of vine and drinks a sip.








Scene 21


Low view -


A black car is parking, both doors open. Sexy legs on high heels come out, they walk for a moment, mount stairs. The camera rises up, we see two attractive women standing in front of Maureen’s door. One of them knocks.





Sheriff Riley


Police, open up!





Officer Barbara turns the handle, the door is open. They enter.


Int. Prescott house


They enter looking around. 





Officer Barbara


Hello???





Sheriff Riley


Check the rooms while I check the basement, something doesn’t feel right.





The sheriff goes to the basement, Barbara is prepared to check the first room. Hand in pocket (hanging to her gun) she enters the room. The door in front of Maureen’s room opens, Ghostface peacefully walks to the bathroom. Barbara comes out and checks the nearby closet, she checks the room Ghostface came out of. 


She checks it from the exterior, she is about to check the bathroom when Sheriff Riley calls her.





Sheriff Riley


Hey Barb come and see this.





Officer Barbara opens the basement doors and goes downstairs. The camera pans towards the basement door, we hear sounds of opening and closing doors. After a moment Barbara comes back upstairs, this time she checks the bathroom, we hear her checking behind the shower curtain. We are now sure no one is in the bathroom, she comes out and checks Maureen’s room. The camera zooms to a particular place on the wall, where there used to be a red flag.


   


Int. Maureen’s room (reverse shot)


Behind officer Barbara is the door left wide open, as the killer comes bolting threw covering her mouth right after she lets out a small scream. He jams the sharp part of the flag’s stick in her back and lays her on the bed.











Int. Basement


On Sheriff


As she hears noises coming from upstairs.





Int. Prescott Backyard - Later


Sheriff Sofia Riley, daughter of Deputy Dwight “Dewey” Riley, is dead hanging from a rope attached to the upstairs balcony.


We see her feet balance as blood keeps pouring down her leg.





Scene 22  


Amy’s Street - Dawn


Amy is walking with tons of shopping bags, she enters her house from the basement.


Int. Amy’s basement


Amy is tired, she drops her handfull of bags in a careless way. She drags herself to the sofa and drops to relax.

















Scene 23


1       Int. Parker house


         Jennifer Parker is picking up plates from the living room table. She carries them to the kitchen.     


         Int Kitchen     


         Note: In the kitchen there is a door that leads to the balcony. 


         Jennifer passes that door, but doesn’t notice ghostface watching her from the door’s window. 


         She puts the plates in the sink.


         The door opens.


         Jennifer turns around surprised.

We see feet walking in the hallway, they can barley stand up.


We go back to Josh watching TV, then again to the limping feet and finally alternating back to Josh.


We see a bloody knife drop; the sound of it smashing on the floor makes Josh turn around.

His mutilated sister drops a bloodied ghostface mask. He quickly gets up and catches her, as she is about to fall. He comforts her and slowly lays her on the floor; her suffering seems more and more apparent. 


She is trying to say something; Josh puts his ear next to her mouth.





ON Jennifer’s MOUTH


Jennifer (hesitating)


Promise you’ll get her for me





Josh


Who? Who is she?


(She slowly dies)


I promise





He grabs her hand. We see at this point, his determination to catch the killer. He looks at the ghostmask she dropped earlier and closes Jennifer’s eyes, he runs out of frame. 


We hear him run and the door closing over soundtrack.


Father death appears out from the kitchen, he grabs Jennifer and starts to drag her.





Scene 25   


Ext. Prescott house - Dawn


Sidney’s van is parking.


Int. Prescott house


Sidney enters, she takes off her shoes. Walking to her room, she crosses the living room. 


Something catches her eye, something white and part of it is showing from under the sofa. 


She kneels to reach for it, she pulls it out. 


The Ghost mask Josh kicked under the sofa is presently in Sidney Prescott’s hands, something she has not seen in 15 years. 


We can see all the surprise, pain, anger and fear pasted all over her face at once.   














Scene 26


Int. Amy’s house


Amy is bored, she shuts off the television. She massages her forehead and notices the note.


She gets up and dials a number on the phone.





Cut to:





Int. Parker house


The phone rings.


We see a general shot of the main hallway and an exact shot of where Jennifer died. Lastly we see the balcony door left open, next to it is a bloody towel that was used to clean up the bloody mess.


We go back to:





Int. Amy’s house


Amy hangs up, she looks at the note with a worried look; she now realizes something must be wrong. 


She grabs her coat, 


The camera follows her until she steps out the door; we look at the door for a very long moment…


It slowly opens again.








Scene 27


Ext. Prescott house - street


Amy is crossing the street; she arrives at Maureen’s. The door is open, she enters.


Int. Prescott


The climax is very scary, she briefly looks around. We can see she is scared.





Amy


Hello, is anybody here?





Cut to:


Int. Alley


Josh is running like crazy, he jumps on the Prescott fence and climbs at a certain height before a hand grabs him by the neck and throws him backwards. Ghostface stabs him in the leg and then opens the gates.   Josh gets up and follows the killer. Ghostface realizes this, he turns around grabs a large piece of wood lying near the poolhouse. Josh falls down unconscious as he is hit in the face. Ghostface holds a key in his hand, he inserts it into the pool house doorknob. He enters, comes out with a latter and positions it under Maureen’s Window.


We go back to:





Int. Kitchen


Something outside seems to intrigue her. She stairs at the patio door and turns around, something makes her trip out of frame.  


AMY ON THE FLOOR looks behind her, OFFICER BARBARA’S body is under table. Amy tripped over her leg; she screams, gets up and runs into Maureen’s room. 





Int. Maureen’s room


Amy let’s out a blood curling scream when she sees her cousin, Sofia Riley, laying on Maureen’s bed. 


A scarf is rapped around her neck to hide the scars the rope left. She walks around the bed crying disgusted she turns around and opens a window. 


While she cries looking at Sofia, the killer suddenly grabs Amy from outside the window. She struggles and he throws her on her cousin, Amy freaks turns around, the killer is not there anymore. Realizing he must be coming for her, she bolts out of the room. 





Int. Hallway


She runs out the room but something in the bathroom makes her stop.





Int. Bathroom


Jennifer’s bloody body rests on the floor.














Int. Hallway


Amy let’s out a huge scream, she runs out of the house in massive fear.





Ext. Prescott house


Amy runs like crazy to her house.   











Scene 28


Int. Amy’s house


ON the room’s DOOR as it is closing. 


The camera pans to the main door, it opens. Amy comes in freaked out; she closes the door and runs to the phone. She dials 911, after a moment she notices something is wrong, there is no dial tone. She rips the phone out of its place; the phone cord is missing. Out comes the killer, wrapping the phone cord around her neck. 


She fights like crazy; tired of it the killer throws her like a doll against the wall. He swings the knife but misses; he grabs her and launches her again. Luckily she hits the soft surface of a sofa, but she bounces off it. 


He swings at her with his knife, she dodges it, he tackles her, and she flies into a chair. Her head slams hard and it unbalances her, she tries to battle her dizziness for a moment. She turns around and tries to focus on what she is seeing.





Amy’s POV


The killer is standing at the far end of the basement. His arms are raised up like Jesus; he slowly advances towards her. 





Amy gets up.





- From a shot behind ghostface


Ghostface drops his knife and reaches for his mask. He takes it off and throws it on the floor. 


Amy is absolutely surprised and very shocked when she sees who it is.


We get closer to the killer as he gets closer to Amy and finally as he stands in front of her.


He quickly reaches in his sleeve, drags out a knife and jabs it in Amy’s chest.





ON KILLER’S HAND as it raises the bloody knife out of her chest, it goes back down again, again and again, one time faster than the other.





We go back to the “behind the killer” shot


We see the killer stabbing Amy like crazy,


The camera pans to the door we saw closing before, the shadow of two feet moving can be seen; we are now certain someone is hiding in that room.


We cut back to the killer kneeling with the now very mutilated body of Amy; the killer looks like its picking something up. He gets up and opens the door…


Sidney Prescott is standing on a wall with her eyes closed; she hesitantly turns her head and opens her eyes.


She becomes the whitest shade of pale.




















The killer is revealed to be…


Maureen Prescott.


Maureen stairs back at her mom, suddenly she hits the frame with an object.

Scene 29


Fade in


Amy’s basement


We start to see Sidney Prescott attached to a chair, her mouth is covered with a bandana.


Somehow she is always staring at the ceiling. We see a knife tied to a rope is hanging over her. The camera follows the course of the rope, which is tied to the leg of the table that holds the television. Standing beside it is Maureen.





Maureen


Make one move and I’ll kick it.





Sidney stops making noises.





Maureen


Good. 


I know you’ve been threw this allot.


(Suddenly screaming)


15 years! Tonight I decided to honor this.


But don’t flatter yourself, this isn’t the reason I decided to make your ass miserable.





She walks over to a counter and picks up a yellow envelope.





Maureen


Remember this?


Huh?


(She brings it over to Sidney’s face; Sidney turns her face away and closes her eyes.)


Remember this?


(She slaps Sidney with the envelope.)





Sidney nods a no Maureen acknowledges this. She takes out the tape and inserts it in the VCR.


We hear over soundtrack the same we heard before, the baby then the taping over and finally the horrendous screaming of a man.


Whoever Sidney does not display any signs of emotion, but we see the contrary on Maureen as she is crying.


She stops the tape.





                                            Maureen (crying and screaming)


I JUST SAW MY MOTHER KILL THE THING I LOVE MOST IN THE WORLD!!!!!


(Sidney tries to say something; it sounds like “aboose”)


YOU SHOVED MY FATHER DOWN A BALCONY LIKE HE WAS A TOY!!!!!


Christ! You calculated his landing so he would brake his spine on your car!





FLASHBACK:


We are the beginning of the movie, where Maureen questions her mother about the smashed corner of her van. 





Maureen is holding the tape in her hand.


Maureen


You even taped the whole thing!





She throws the tape against the wall, it smashes to pieces. Maureen turns towards the television.





Sidney somehow got her mouth out of the bandana and we hear the last part of her phrase, which goes:





Sidney


…… Abused you!





Maureen turns around screaming “shut up”, doing so she kicks the rope (not on purpose) and the knife falls into Sidney’s chest. Maureen screams her lungs out and runs to her mother. She throws the knife away and cries like a baby on her mother’s shoulders. 





                     Sidney (whispering)


Maureen, please trust me, lift up your left sleeve





Maureen, bizarrely shaken by her mother’s request, lifts up her left sleeve.  A huge scar is on the upper part of her arm.





Flashback to:


We are at Maureen’s dream sequence from the beginning of the movie, where she dreams about a knife cutting threw a little girl’s arm.





Sidney


There’s lots of more places your father left a scar





Maureen takes of her costume and checks all over her body, they appear everywhere. She checks on her right thigh and the word “daddy” is inscripted.





Flashback to:


We go back to Maureen’s dream, now we see that something is being carved on a little girl’s thigh.





Maureen is crying, she hugs her mom.





Sidney


I hope you understand why I did what I did.





Sidney starts to die. Maureen cries for her mom not to die, shaking her, reassuring her. 


After a moment, Josh bursts in and it surprises Maureen. He is brutally shaken by seeing all this, Amy in a pool of blood, her mother dead.





Josh


You fuckin’ psycho. 


You killed Amy, you killed her cousin the sheriff, you killed your own mother and you killed my sister.


Aren’t you worried?


 


Maureen


Why? What are you gonna do about it?





Josh


It’s not what I’m gonna do about it, its what society is going to do to you!





Maureen appears calm and normal at first; she suddenly starts to scream, raises her knife and starts chasing Josh. 





Josh


Come and get me.





Josh limps out (Maureen stabbed him in the leg earlier) and shuts the door, Maureen smashes into it. 





Scene 30


Ext. Amy’s Street - Night


Josh runs/limps in direction to Maureen’s house, Maureen runs after him all do he is at a securable distance.





Maureen’s POV


Josh runs up the stairs but the door is locked, he limps down the stairs. Maureen is dangerously getting close as he heads to the backyard. 





We see Maureen running with her knife raised right behind him. 





Maureen’s POV


Maureen is very close to him.


He quickly limps up the balcony stairs and closes the patio door in time.





Int. Prescott house


Maureen stands right in front of the patio door, she stairs at Josh for a moment. Josh turns around and walks away, but he looks at the patio door again: Maureen disappeared. He turns to the main door, it is opening, Josh runs to hide into Maureen’s room.


Int. Maureen’s room


Josh remains still near the door, peeking threw it a couple of times. But Maureen does not seem present; it is only after a moment we can hear her kicking threw the doors, the sounds keeps getting closer and closer.


But it stops; Josh waits and finally decides to go out. The house seems empty; Maureen seems to be no where in sight. Josh ballads threw the hallway; Maureen jumps out of the room in front of her own and as always with her knife raised. Josh pushes her knife, it goes in the wall, Maureen quickly gets it out and punches Josh. Josh feels his cheek.


On Josh’s HAND


We see blood dropping on his hand.





Flashback:


We see blood, lot’s of it. In a short glimpse we see Jennifer beside it, she is on the floor suffering.





We see Josh looking at his hand, as Maureen runs to him knife raised.     


He turns around, grabs her by the throat and shoves her to the wall. After a moment Josh suddenly starts to lose grip, we realize Maureen stabbed him in the stomach. We see the bloody knife retrieving from his stomach.





Flashback:


We go back to Jennifer’s death, where she made him promise he would catch the killer.





Josh puts all of his strength in one elbow hit that makes Maureen slide down the wall, unconscious.





Int. Maureen’s room


Josh limps to Maureen’s room while putting pressure on his hemorrhage, as he almost reaches for the phone to call 911 Maureen pops out again and strangles him with some kind of a rope. Josh tries to resist but it all seems hopeless.








Flashback:�We see the killer stabbing Jennifer, shoves her like a doll. Jennifer gets a grip of the killer’s mask, the camera pans from behind the killer to in front of him. We see Maureen.





Josh looks up, the fan is ripping the air at full speed, he looks beside him, a hanger lies on the counter.





Josh


I love you Jennifer





Josh hits Maureen in the stomach with his elbow, grabs the hanger and throws it at the ceiling fan. 


The hanger revolves; Josh jumps away as the hanger penetrates Maureen’s shoulder. 


The wall brakes Maureen’s backward fall. Josh slowly gets up, walks out of the room 








Int. Hallway


passing a suffering Maureen, but the stab he received and the fall he endured make Josh crumble down to the floor, coughing blood.


Maureen removes the hanger from her shoulder, grabs her knife, slowly gets up, raises the knife and gets ready to stab Josh in the back.


Josh who is suffering does not even see what is happening. Surprisingly Amy comes in full of blood, but immediately falls to the floor, at the opposite side from Josh. After this small distraction, Maureen raises the knife faster then lightning; suddenly Raven comes running out of the bathroom, screaming with a knife raised. She stabs Maureen in the heart so hard, Maureen’s whole body sticks to the wall. 


We look at Maureen’s body slowly sliding down the wall. Raven stairs at her with fire in her eyes.


ECU on Raven’s eyes.





Raven’s POV


Maureen is dead on a wall, Josh and Amy are dead, both on the floor holding hands.





We zoom on their hands.





Scene 31   


Ext. Prescott backyard - Alley  DAY


Raven opens the gates wide open and walks up the alley.





From a shot behind her


The camera zooms to her hand. She is holding a bloodied gold necklace, she drops it.


ON NECKLACE as it has just fallen on the floor, we realize this was Veronica’s gold necklace.





Flashback:


Int. Prescott house


Veronica is laying on the floor, dead. The killer watches her, he kneels next to her. He feels her chest, brings out a beautiful gold neckless with a cross out of her shirt and rips it away from her neck. 








Int. Alley


Raven is walking towards the camera. 











Raven (O.S.)


You’re probably wondering why I did this.


My real name is Raven Loomis.


Billy’s little sister.





So maybe Billy needed some help, but I’m sure he still would be alive if 


he hadn’t met someone like Stu Macher, Veronica’s brother.





This is why I felt I owed it to Billy, to come back and finish what he started.





As for Maureen Prescott


I killed Sidney’s daughter just like Sidney killed my brother and my mother.





I’m alone,





I lost a father to a bottle after he found out his son enjoyed mutilating people.





Cut to:


Int. a gray room


Raven is standing in front of the camera.





Raven


There isn’t a night I don’t dream about my brother, but he’s always sad.


Ever since that night,


He lights my dreams with his smile.








Raven makes a disturbing smile.
