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	Human organs are the most valuable gifts of life. An organ transplantation procedure not only enables one to have a better life, but it has also proven to help save thousands of precious lives. Though the demand for these organs is always soaring high, supply in contrast is always very limited causing the organ shortage problem a terrifying dilemma faced worldwide. A lot of effort has been taken to topple down the number of patients waiting for organs in the waiting list, but the problem remains unsolved. As a result, many patients die while waiting for a suitable organ to be available. 

Malaysia also faces the same problem of organ shortage. Despite campaigns and initiatives introduced by those in authority, the problem still remains. Thus, this paper will discuss the current scenario of the organ shortage problem faced in Malaysia, factors causing it, and various solutions adopted by different countries worldwide to combat this problem. This will include the “opting in” system, “opting out” system, organ trading, “required request” system and organ conscription.  Specific focus will also be made on the Islamic perspective of this issue from the past until present time. 
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
