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	In those past years, Ministry of Education Malaysia were facing problems regarding to students inefficiency in Islamic Education subject including Jawi skill writing, reading the Holy Quran and performing religious duties such as prayers and other acts of worship. His Excellency Mr. Abdullah Badawi, the prime minister of Malaysia have expressed his dissatisfaction towards this problem during his visit to the Islamic and Moral Education Department (JAPIM) in the end of year 2003.

On the other side, it is quite difficult to extend the learning periods in primary schools due to the various subjects are being thaught, inspite of new subjects had been added in the end of year 2005 to fulfill the curriculum needs. Therefore, the Islamic and Moral Department (JAPIM) have come out with a new and special programme called j-Qaf in order to find a solution for this problem. The letters j-Qaf educational programme stand for the Malay Language (jawi) written in Arabic letters, the Noble Quran (Q), the Arabic Language (A) and the obligatory duties, Fardhu (F). The programme includes four integrated pillars to build up a Muslim Malaysian character in accordance with Islamic vision that catches up with tools of the modern ages.

This paper is meant to discuss about this new programme j-Qaf in the light of Ministry of Education Malaysia experiences and the achievement of the project which had been implemented in certain primary schools during the early two years for academic sessions 2005 and 2006. 
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
