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	The concept of minority is not a new phenomenon. From the times of human civilization, the definition of the term has been very much alive. Although minority is an old term, but the meaning is not appropriate to be based solely on numbers. Traditionally, the definition of minority would include the comparison between the minority and majority groups of people in a country. It should be noted that these minority groups too have rights, equality, dignity, identity, autonomy, a political agenda and practise culture. In the context of Malaysia, where the composition of the population is a multi-cultural and multi-religious one, then there is a need to understand the concept of minorities in detail.

The governement had always laid stress on the importance of minority groups and the necessity to include them in the development of the nation. The confirmation of their role should be continuous. With this in view, the principles of Islam Hadhari had been put forward to the people of Malaysia not only to the muslims but also the non-muslims. The principle, i.e. Protection of the rights of minority groups and women has made it clear that the minority groups have an important role to perform.

This paper thus will focus on two premises .Firstly, the meaning of minorities will be defined based on the era of globalistion. Secondly, the perception of the minorities about Islam Hadhari will be discussed. For discussion purposes, the Indians as a minority group will be referred to. It has been repeatedly said that Islam Hadhari is not a new religion nor a new teaching. Therefore the principles are of universal character. The core of the discussion will be on the practise of Islam Hadhari with a view to uphold mutual respect and enhance unity among the citizens of the country. 
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
