	The succeeded of the opposition parties beat the ruling party (Barisan Nasional/National Front) in Perak in Malaysian 12th general election was upset to many sides. The opposition party was established a new Perak’s government after they got a simple majority. Although PAS (Pan Islamic Party of Malaysia) and PKR (Party of People Justice) have political cooperation under Barisan Alternatif but PAS do not have. any relationship with DAP (Democratic Action Party).  The opposition party has never been   coaling to form the government since they have many differences in political interest. 

Even though DAP  won 18 seats, PKR 7 and PAS only 6, but PAS got a Menteri Besar’s (Chief Ministry) post.  DAP’s assemblymen can’t be Menteri Besar because the Perak constitution states that only a Malay and Muslim can be named on that post. Then, PKR’s assemblymen has no credibility as the political leader for Perak government compared to PAS’s assemblymen. The problem with the whole situation is that the Perak constitution states that only a Malay and Muslim can be named as Menteri Besar. The Sultan can override this constitutional rule, but he doesn’t base on Malay-Islam political interest in the future. The appointed of Mohamad Nizar Jamaludin from PAS as the Menteri Besar of Perak is very interesting to research. 

This study is the first attempt to investigate the determinants of bargaining power for hold political power in Perak’s government. The specific issue of this study is; what are the affecting factors in a bargaining power for PAS, DAP and PKR? The factors like a Malay-Islam’s right, Non-Muslim’s opportunities, political leadership considerations, good governances, and Malay-Islam’s political effects have been examined in this study to answer the issues. The issues are covered in hundred days; which started from the first day a new Perak’s government was established. 
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
