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	Lifelong Learning Programme (LLP) is one of the national agendas to build a competent Malaysian society. The establishment of Multimedia University and Open University were the result of the commitment given by our government.  However, the focus is given more on the professional courses which are marketable and attractive such as ICT and engineering courses. This paper focuses on the concept of lifelong learning from Islamic perspective and the implementation of Islamic Lifelong Learning Programme (ILLP) in four higher institutions in Malaysia. The objectives of the research are to study the benefits, challenges and factors that encouraged the ‘senior students’ to learn about Islam in a formal way under the concept of Lifelong Learning Programme. This research is conducted using the qualitative and quantitative approach.  Finding shows that there is a tendency of the society to learn Islamic papers in a formal way under the concept of Islamic Lifelong Learning Programme (ILLP). The increase number of students who enrol for the programme shows the demand and interest of our people. This paper also proposes the concept of Islamic Lifelong Learning Programme (ILLP) to be introduced formally and promoted either locally and internationally as one of the agenda under OIC.  This concept of Islamic Lifelong Learning is also in line with the policy of our government to create hadhari society who possess knowledge and excellent mind, as well as committed in upholding Islamic and good moral values. 
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
