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	The study of Hadith is undeniably important for Muslims to understand Islam; its doctrines and its relation with other religions. Besides, it is a fundamental requirement for the Muslim nation to develop its Islamic civilization due to the fact that the Quran and Sunnah two main sources of its knowledge. In Malaysian context, the study of Hadith is becoming widely spreading whether at the formal and unformal institutions. However, there are still many challenges to be facing by the Hadith students and teachers to understand the issues of Hadith in accordance with contemporary time. From time to time there are many scientific discoveries which some of them seem to be contradicting to the Hadith, hence lead to the misconception and misunderstanding of the Hadith itself. The text of Hadith in some aspects looks to be contradicted not only to the contemporary scientific discoveries but also to the Quranic text, history, and to the intellect. In addition, anti-Hadith movement also gives its impact to the Malaysians in creating misconception towards Hadith. At the university level, many initiatives have been taken to ensure that the study of Hadith is always suitable to the text and contemporary context. Many universities such as International Islamic University Malaysia, Islamic University of Science Malaysia, University of Malaya and National University Malaysia are currently offering a specializing study on Hadith showing that this field has its big role in the development of the country. This paper is a humble attempt to study the prospects and challenges of study of Hadith in Malaysian context with special reference to above-mentioned universities for it`s analysis. Perhaps, by this analysis it will create a momentum for both Malaysian and United Kingdom (UK) students to actively participate in the sciences related to the Hadith.
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
