The exam will contribute 33% towards your final study score. All Unit 3 material is examinable. You will have 90 minutes to complete plus 15 minutes reading time. 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Rules and their observance for the conduct of VCE Examinations

Students are required to observe the following rules for examinations conducted by or on behalf of the Victorian Curriculum
and Assessment Authority (VCAA) as well as the day-to-day rules of the institution providing the venue for the examination
These rules shall apply to students with disabilities or other impairments with such modifications as may be appropriate and
reasonable.
Any alleged breach of these rules and any alleged cheating or dishonesty in relation to VCE examinations will be reported to
the Manager, Corporate Governance, VCAA. Serious cases will be referred to the VCAA Discipline Committee. The Discipline
Committee will in accordance with its terms of reference, condluct a hearing at which itwill consider the circumstances of the
alleged breach and determine any appropriate penalty.
All supervisors of examinations are issued with directions for the administration of the examinations and are required to
report all breaches of rules to the Manager, Corporate Governance, VCAA.

No student may cheat or assist another student to cheat or
take any action that gives or attempts to give him/her an
unfair advantage in an examination

Each student must present for an examination in person. It
is a serious offence for a studentto allow any other person
to present for an examination in his/her place. It is also a
serious offence for any personto present for an examination
in a students place or to aid and abet a student to arrange
for any other person to present for an examination in the
students place.

A student will not be admitted to an examination room while
under the influence of alcohol or ilegal drugs

A student must obey and observe all instructions or
directions given in the examination room by the supervisor.
Itis a student’s reponsibilty to ensure that he/she only brings
approved materials and equipmentfor any given examination
into the examination room.

Mobile phones and electronic communication devices, such
as organisers, dictionaries and computerised watches, which
are capable of storing, receiving of transmitting information
or electronic signals are not permitted in an examination
room under any circumstances.

No student may communicate with another student in the
examination room while the examination is being conducted.
No student may by any act or omission cause any nuisance.
annoyance or interference to any other student. i the student
does not comply with an instruction given by the supervisor
thenthat studentwillnot be entitleto complete the examination
and must leave the examination room immeciately.

A student must not write or draw anything offensive on any
examination materials.

No food or drinks, other than water, are allowed in the
examination room except under special circumstances as
approved and directed by the VCAA. Students may bring water
o the examination providing that the water is in a clear plastic
bottle (all labels must be removed). The water bottle must
have a secure lid and the capacity of the botile must be no
more than 1500 . Water bottles must not be placed on the
deskitable at any time and water bottles must not be refilled
during the examinations or shared between students.
Astudent mustnot tear ot any part of a script book, question
and answer book or answer book.

A student must not remove any response material, used or
unused, from the examination room

If a student requires another script book, or if a student
wishes to speak to the supervisor, the student must stand
in his/her place.

No student will be allowed to leave the room before 30
minutes has elapsed from the start of writing time.

Itis the responsibility of the student to immediately notify
the supervisor if the correct examination paper has not been
provided or that the examination paper has missing pages.

16. During reading time a student may study the directions for
the examination. the question book and a dictionary if
dictionary is permitted in the examination. A student must
not begin to write or mark his/her paper in any way or use a
calculator until the signal to write is given.

17. A student arriving late for an examination will be admitted
to the examination room provided:

a. theyarrive up to 30 minutes after the scheduled start of
writing time. Students so admitted must cease their work
by the scheduled finish of writing time.

b, students arriving after 30 minutes from the scheduled
start of writing time, but before the scheduled finish of
wriing time may be admitted only if ll the following
conditions are met:

i, the Principal of the host school, or the Principal's
delegate, recommends the student’s admittance.
ii. the student is admitted to the room on the
understanding that his/her response materials may
not be accepted by the VCAA. The student must
be advised of this condition and must sign
acceptance of this.
iii._the student completes a Statutory Declaration
immediately following the conciusion of the
examination declaring:
~the reason for being late for the examination;
~  thetime of admittance to the examination room;
~ thathe/she has not seen or read the examination
question book prior to his/her adrmittance:
~that he/she has had no communication with
anyone who has had access to the contents of
the examination question book: and
~ that he/she understands that hisher response
materials may not be accepted by the VCAA.
iv. appropriate arrangements can be made to enable
the student to complete the examination without
disruption to other students.
V. the student is allowed the full writing time, but is
given no allowance for reading time.

c. for a performance examination, it may be possible to
reschedule the examination to an alternative time.

18. A student must cease writing when the signal to do so is
given but must not leave his/her place until directed by the
supervisor. A warning signal will be given 5 minutes before
the schedluled completion of writing time of the examination

19. At the end of the examination, each student must remain
silent and in hisher place until al response materials have
been collected. Only then will the supervisor give the
direction for students to leave the room

20. A student must not communicate with an assessor, either
before or after a written examination or during a performance
examination, except when communication is necessary for
the conduct of the examination. All other communication
must be directed to the VCAA.
