Mt. Zion Cemetery
The proposed project utilizes cluster development techniques to

preserve open space and avoid development on environmentally sensitive lands. The stone walls and existing mature trees along the cemetery property line are proposed to remain to help screen the view from the historic cemetery. In addition, a landscaped buffer and conservation easement is proposed adjacent to the church to prevent the future homeowners from altering the wall or the mature trees.
