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Prologue: Tumbling Down



The year of 2045 AD marked the beginning of the GC (Galactic Century) calendar, for man had created the first artificial residential colony. So began a wave of colony creation and migration. For a time, the people were happy with their new homes. They had left the crowded Earth behind to live in a pristine, Utopian society. But this could only last for so long.

Populations grew, more people were forced off of Earth by its central government, the Earth Federation Forces (EFF). Bitterness and strife began to grow as well. Amid these negative feelings, a philosopher took center stage and non-violently rallied for colonial independence from the Earth. He was denied. But the philosopher persisted in the endeavor of freeing his people, while also preaching of the Newtype phenomenon. Newtypes were said to be the next step in human evolution, possessing deeper understanding of others than non-Newtypes. 

Things finally reached a boiling point when the philosopher died under mysterious circumstances and his close friend, Degwin Zabi, took command of the colony independence movement, rechristening it the Principality of Zeon. The Zabi brood proved to be far less peaceful than their successors when they began preparing for war with the EFF. Finally, in GC 0069, the war began with the shocking and cruel Operation British, an offensive that doubled as an Earth descent operation, with a colony drop at its core. 

Despite this daring blitz, the colony was thrown off course and scarred the Earth forever with the destruction of Sidney. But, Zeon still took advantage of the chaos with their humanoid war machines: Mobile Suits (MS). A ten month stalemate followed with over half the human population being killed in the first month alone.
Biding their time and laying low, the EFF was able to produce their own MS. They openly opposed Zeon on a large scale for the first time in months during Operation Odessa, an offensive designed to take back Odessa and the resource reach region around it. Following up the success of Operation Odessa, the Federation brought Zeon to its knees with capture of the space base Solomon during Operation Star One.

With defeat seemingly inevitable, the eldest son of Degwin Zabi, Gihren, was allowed to launch Operation Lilac, a colony drop operation that used dozens of colonies as opposed to Operation British's lone colony. The gambit worked, throwing the Earth into chaos. However, things only grew worse from here.

Members of the EFSF (Earth Federation Space Force) went on a bloody rampage of revenge that culminated in the use of nuclear weapons to destroy a colony within PLANT (Productive Location Ally on Nexus Technology), the agricultural center of the colonies. The attack took place on Valentine's Day and was dubbed "The Bloody Valentine." Seeking to escape the horrors of the Earth Sphere, several Zeons gathered as many people, supplies, and weapons as they could for a daring escape to Jupiter on the meteor Axis. It was called Operation Axis and, despite an attack from the EFSF, ultimately succeeded. 


Meanwhile, on Earth, various guerrilla groups, warlords, former soldiers, and the like all vied for power amid the wasteland. The EFF had fallen apart two years into the struggle that would go on to be appropriately called World War III. But in the sixth year, the NEF (Neo Earth Federation) rose from the ashes and began its campaign to take the Earth back. They won over North, Central, and South American as well as Africa and Australia. Most of Europe fell into a group known as Oz's hands, and the rest of the world became semi-stable under various lesser governments that never amounted to much. Finally, in UC 0079, WWIII came to an end with the signing of a treaty between the NEF and Oz.

The Zeon remnants in space who had been observing he situation on Earth grew fearful of the NEF and attempted to destroy them with their elite unit ZAFT. However, the NEF easily repelled the attack and began making plans to renew the war from ten years ago. In the meantime, they have created the Titans, a colony-policing group that will hopefully hold Zeon in check until they are ready for the real battle. Oz followed suit in the creation of Oz Prize.

Since then, various organizations have risen up. Mercenaries known as Vultures have become a much sought-after commodity. The Crossbone Vanguard, a band of space pirates, are willing to off their services to the highest bidder. The AEUG and Kalaba have also formed in space and on Earth, respectively, to oppose both the oppressive Titans and the hypocritical Zeons.

The cogs have been set in motion. War rears its ugly head yet again. The year is GC 0082.
