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US and ANGIO CASE STUDY GUIDELINES
The Case Studies represent an opportunity for students to demonstrate their clinical skill and competence in areas of clinical practice additional to those evaluated in the Clinical Practice.

The Case Study requirements include a significant critique component where students are expected to

critically evaluate and reflect upon their own clinical skills. Students must submit a declaration, in

writing, that they did perform the cases submitted, and this must be verified by their Clinical Supervisor/Preceptor.

Students must be aware of the following points regarding the Case Studies:

· All cases should reflect the knowledge of the student and may include cases demonstrating pathology or cases deemed to have some technical interest. Normal cases are also acceptable.

· Patient names must be obliterated but the time and date must be shown on the scan.

· Students are advised that these case studies should include a case demonstrating pathology and technical interest. 
· Each case must be accompanied by a brief, typed manuscript (approximately 500 words) that addresses :

· clinical indications, 
· relevant previous imaging examinations if appropriate, 
· pathophysiology, 
· technical details,
· image appearances/radiological findings and report. 
· Students are advised to peruse recent literatures to gain knowledge of new imagingtechniques.
