The date and time are subject to change so be sure to check the final schedule in the convention catalog upon arrival at the convention.) 

Presentation Format: 

Each presenter is given her/his own table. Participants move between the tables after every twenty-minute period. Therefore, you will need to construct a presentation that is twenty minutes in length because you will be presenting your information approximately five times during the session. This format gives participants the opportunity to table-hop as they learn about the multiple topics. 

Presentation Recommendations: 

Provide handout--Include your e-mail address, and any information about your programs. 

Present with a group--If this is your first presentation, it is a great way to fight off the nerves and share experiences with fellow classmates!
Present on your own--There is no better way to work your leadership skills. 

Share what you know--Think of a topic that you feel comfortable with or that you have experienced. Past presentations have included book-making, mural project, teaching portfolios, grant/fundraising, photo processes, and more. Or take this opportunity to test drive your thesis/dissertation topic. But don't forget your time limit!
