HJ60 1988 Toyota Landcruiser  - fully expedition equipped

History: The car is a 1988 UK model and was only used on tarmac prior to our expedition. We spent one year kitting out the vehicle, and have enjoyed six-months driving from UK to cape-town. The vehicle has performed well and been reliable. We were sad to see the car go. 

Engine: 4L diesel normally-aspirated (‘2H’ model). Six cylinders. Good condition. 175k miles / 280k kilometres.

Electrics: 24v starter system with two good batteries. Low-voltage warning buzzer fitted. Voltage converter to 12v, with two independent 4-way cigarette style sockets. Inverter fitted to 240v 150A 50Hz supply. MP3-CD car stereo. Electric windows (though only three work) and central locking.

Security: The car has a Moss Alarm and Immobiliser fitted with ultrasonic and current sensors. All doors have padlocks fitted (all internal other than the driver door and boot). The main luggage area is secured separately to the passenger area. There is a small domestic safe bolted into a secure area, and a low-security lockable box elsewhere. There is a steering-wheel lock. All wheels have lockable wheel-nuts. 4m cable included for securing roof-rack luggage.

Layout: The car is currently set up so that four seats are free. The fridge is mounted over the rear passenger-side seat, although it has recently stopped working (we use it as a cool-box). The boot is set up with three shelves holding fitted-boxes. There is a hinged-lockable bulkhead to secure the boot from the passenger area, and when opened only the top storage shelf can be accessed. The remaining shelves are accessible from the fold-down boot only. All boot windows are secured, either with window grills or wooden panelling. There is a lockable storage box on the roof-rack. Four fuel jerry cans and one water container are stored in the boot, with two further fuel jerry cans on the roof. 

Roof rack: Full-length boarded roof rack with roof-tent mounted at rear. Load dispersed along full-length bracketing, with original gutter reinforced following earlier weakening (before the brackets were extended). Large lockable storage box and spare tyre are also stored on the roof. Brackets for one sand mat on either side.

Roof tent:  Green canvas Technitop roof-tent (2.2m x 1.3m when open) with integrated mattress and mosquito nets opens over rear of vehicle. Easy to pitch / collapse. Tent uses latest technology and is enclosed in a durable plastic casing. Full details in attached file or visit http://www.mattsavage.com/bits/tent/ .
Cosmetics: This car is not for posing but fits in well with other African vehicles. Brown / beige station wagon with chrome trim largely intact. Some mild rust around doors though larger problems have been cut-out and replaced with welded sheets. Rather seventies go-faster stripes that don’t seem to work. Interior is brown, with cloth seating. Drivers seat is slightly torn. Seat-foam was recently re-built in UK. Lower section of fold-down boot is a replacement blue part (original was rusted).
