RED BRIEFING

Once again the Republic of Redshire is at war with the Kingdom of Blueshire who are marching along the road to the north of your map from Colchester to attack Braintree. It is May 1808, weather  hot and roads are in hard good condition. Dawn is at 6am. You do not know the area and only have a draft copy of the 1805 map which may not be completely accurate. However, you spent the previous day fox hunting to the east of Cressing and can enlist local farmers and game keepers as guides.
You command the 1st Brigade of Infantry, with 4 Squadrons of Cavalry and a horse batteries. The brigade is currently defending the area around the village of Cressing with a half Rifle battalion defending Cressing Temple. You are assumed to already have five patrols (25 riders each) from your 1st Light Squadron hidden anywhere on the north and east side of the map to warn of advance of Blue forces.
Just after midnight on 10 May 1808 you receive orders from Lieutenant General Wag Jones, commanding the rest of the 1st Division, defending the area south east of Braintree, that you are to march at 6am hours to defend Temple Bridge (road from Cressing Temple to Boarsye Green). Colonel Parker’s 2nd Brigade is being sent south to take over the defence Cressing and expected to arrive at 8am. You are informed that Major General Monks is marching with the Light Division from London and expected to arrive at Hungry Hall at 9am. The Light Division will march via Revenhamm Place to Coggeshall where they will cut the line of communication of Blueshire. The only place where they can cross the stream flowing south from Cressing is at Temple Bridge. It is therefore impetrative that you hold Temple Bridge for the Light Division to cross without hindrance, as Cressing is expected to be under attack from Blue forces and the bridge at Rivenhall Place has already been destroyed.
Your force consists of:

2nd Line Battalion (900 men)

3rd Militia Battalion (900 men) 
1st Light Cavalry Squadron (150 riders in five patrols + Sqd HQ)

2nd Light Cavalry Squadron (150 riders)

3rd Heavy Cavalry Squadron (150 riders)

4th Heavy Cavalry Squadron (150 riders)

6lbs Horse Battery (6 guns)

Cressing Temple

½ Battalion of Rifles

½ Battalion of Pioneers

Supply Wagon

You may issue orders immediately ready to march at 6am.
