The Spanish Army starts with the 1** and 2™ Divisions on the two hills to the west of Baylen.
The French have just crossed the river and are marching through the olive groves. It is about
6:am and the sun has just come up but there is a slight morning mist that will get burnt off as
soon as the sun rises. The French are short of water and are expecting to get fresh supplies
from the wells around the town. The Spanish know this and are quite happy to keep the French
penned in the valley ad let the sun do its work. (The river is really only a dry water course at
this time of year.)

The Spanish 3 and 4™ Divisions will appear at around 2 to 3 pm from the west (Cruz-
Murgeon will appear around noon from the north, but is really only good to loot the baggage
train.) Vedel’s relieving column would appear around 4 or 5 and would be lucky to be of much
help.

The French should always be required to keep a watch to the west as that was the direction they
expected the Spanish to appear from at first, and were always nervous of the Spanish Army
appearing there.
