Parent Information

· All forms need to be turned in on orientation Day (Only physicals can be turned in on 1st day of Recruit Training) you can get these forms on the application link of the web site.

· Cost of Recruit Training is $225.00.  This cost covers everything listed on web site under Recruit Link.

· $100.00 is due on orientation day to hold your child’s spot in the up coming recruit training.  NON-REFUNDABLE
· $125.00 is due the 1st day of recruit training.  NON-REFUNDABLE
· NON-REFUNDABLE:  This is because we do start buying gear to supply your child for the 1st day and also after the 1st day.  We don’t have time or money to send/ship it back.
· Parents Must sign in/out their Recruit/Young Marine at each drill.

· If someone other than a parent will be picking up your child you must let a staff member know at the beginning of drill.

· If your child is sick or requires medicine you need to fill out YM Med form 2 (found on the forms link of our web site) and bring that with your child’s meds in original bottle.  If it is an inhaler it MUST have their name on it.

· Parents are asked to leave after their child has been signed in.  You will be given times during training when you can see the progress of you child.  Other wise we ask that you do not enter the drill hall.

· There will be parent meetings during recruit training and while your child is a young marine.  It is very helpful if you can be there for your child to know what is going on.

· We will keep you updated via email and the web site.
· Please do not bring your child in the building until after 8:45am and please do not enter the building until after 3:20 pm to pick your child up.

· There will be a Young Marine or sign out front of the church to let you know when you arrive if we will be in a different location of the building that day.  We may need to work around others using the church.

· Please pick your child up on time!  The staff are all volunteers and we spend our whole day with your child.  We would like to have time to spend with our family at night.  
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Your child will be required to bring to each drill:
1. Make sure to eat breakfast.

2. Lunch: NO POGGY BAIT (this is candy, cookies, soda, junk food).  Chips and juice are ok.

3. Wear socks, tennis shoes (that tie only), Gray PT Shirt, Black PT Shorts.  (Shorts and shirt will be given to you the first day of recruit training).

4. Canteen (full of water only), Canteen Belt, Canteen Holder (this will be given to you the first day of recruit training).  
5. Your gear bag (this will be given to you the first day of recruit training).

6. Your guide book (this will be given to you when it is received).  Bring attached study guide until then.

7. Your progress report (This is a must at EVERY drill, you can find it on the forms link of our unit web site)

8. 3 Ring Note book with lined paper

9. Pencil & Yellow Highlighter

· NOTE:  YOU ARE ONLY ALLOWED 2 EXCUSED ABSENCES DURING RECRUIT TRAINING.  ON THE 3RD YOU WILL BE RECYCLED TO THE NEXT RECRUIT TRAINING (AT NO CHARGE)-THIS MAY BE THE NEXT YEAR.  It is recommended not to be absent at all; you will miss too much info. and training.
BOYS 

· Hair: Crew cut, High and Tight or flat top 0-3.

· No Sideburns longer than 1/8 inch

· Shave if needed.  No facial hair.

· No jewelry permitted during Recruit Training, Medical ID Bracelets/Neck less are ok.
GIRLS

· Hair: Can not touch color.  If it is long it needs to be in a ponytail or braid for recruit training.  Please no bobby pins and pony tails need to try to be same color as recruit’s hair.  NO SCRUNCHIES!

· Must wear a sports bra

· Cosmetics: only in moderation, no eye liner, no lip stick (during recruit training)

· Nails: No nail polish and only ¼ inches long.
