The 3rd meeting of the African Union convened at 2:05 p.m. on April 22, 2003 in the city of Bujumbura, headquarters of the African Union. In attendance was: Nairb Selarom, President, United Faiths, and acting Chairman;  Malcolm King, President, Martin Luther King Jr., Johanna De Groot, Minister of Foreign Affairs, Warlordia, Chairman Sretan Bozic, Board of Commerce, Ipuga, and King Timouth III, Louldamin.

MEETING OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY
Resolution 005: Creation of a Commission to Monitor Suspected Cases of Religious Persecution and other Human Rights Abuses in Der Bataven

Proposed by: Martin Luther King Jr.

Following private meetings with Der Bataven this past Friday, a breakthrough was struck, where Der Bataven will allow for monitors to enter his country and assess the declarations that Der Bataven has made, saying there are no Muslims in his country, the Muslims that lived there have either left or willingly converted to Christianity, and there are no Hindus living in that country either. This ad hoc commission will be free to travel throughout the country freely and without government minders and should be made up of AU and non-AU states who have respectable human rights records and are willing to devote their services to the inspection process. The will intensely interview convertees, government officials and others at their choosing in private locations they select. Following the study, they will make a recommendation to the Security Council, either to remove any type of sanctions against Der Bataven or place stricter punitive action, depending on the findings.

[14:34] <MLKjr> Sudan is the Mauritania of the east
[14:34] <UnitedFai> The situation of Sudan is a tricky and sad one. Indeed, they have had a history of invading states with black African populations
[14:35] <UnitedFai> they are an extremist Arab government with tendancies to hinder the development of other cultures
[14:35] <UnitedFai> I must agree wtih MLK that Sudan has caused great damage to the peoples of Africa
[14:35] <MLKjr> first me that the diputed terrotory and now south nubia
[14:35] <UnitedFai> however, I would caution against the language in the resolution. Could I make a suggestion?
[14:35] <MLKjr> He must pay reparations to the AU not individual countries
[14:36] <UnitedFai> Could we make the language less targetted to one country? Perhaps if Uganda wanted to join with Two Lands for example, he might feel discouraged, because you are already defining Two Lands as the reconquering force.
[14:36] <MLKjr> The resolution may be re-worded however any nationwants to as long as Sudan is stopped.that is a good point
[14:37] <MLKjr> Than let it be said that any nation willing to help
[14:37] <UnitedFai> I would like to note that Sudan is one of 53 signatories of the African Union
[14:37] <UnitedFai> ok very well
[14:38] <UnitedFai> please give me a minute to prepare the resolution as it will be presented to Sudan...I suggest that MLK and the African Union present this to Sudan at the conclusion of this meeting:

[14:38] <UnitedFai> (all non security council members are free to voice their opinoins)

[14:39] <Warlordia> Warlordias opinion is fairly clear on the matter. Pulverize them and let the people get a new regime.

[14:49] <UnitedFai> first, I would request that the next meeting be held on a Saturday.
[14:49] <UnitedFai> Perhaps this Saturday or a future one, so that participation will increase
[14:50] <UnitedFai> (these are not resolutions just comments)
[14:50] <UnitedFai> I also have grave concerns about one of the points on his 12-point plan
[14:50] <Ipuga> This is the IRC I mentioned an hour ago. I occured to me that you don't really need a separate program, to use IRC, there are plenty of web based clients.
[14:50] <UnitedFai> I usually don't like to bring up these things when they aren't here to defend it, but I will send this to him
[14:50] <Warlordia> Yes, that's good idea.
[14:51] <UnitedFai> I do not believe it would be fruitful to place micro-states in teh security council
[14:51] <UnitedFai> I think it is a dangerous precedent and disproportionate. In the General Assembly every state has a voice. This is where the microstates can influence their power
[14:51] <UnitedFai> But including another seat in the security council would be catastrophic
[14:51] <Warlordia> If they are too small to be a threat to security or to enforce it, Warlordia feels they do not belong in the SC anyway.
[14:52] <UnitedFai> First, there are currently 11 states in teh security council
[14:52] <UnitedFai> it would be dangerous to add a 12th state
[14:52] <Warlordia> Odd numbers are preferred, yes. Makes the risk of "even" votes lesser
[14:53] <UnitedFai> sorry
[14:53] <UnitedFai> got disconnected 
[14:53] <UnitedFai> yes...the even number problem
[14:53] <UnitedFai> exactly
[14:54] <UnitedFai> furthermore..currently 6 states make up the nonpermanent
[14:54] <UnitedFai> where 5 states make up the permanent SC
[14:54] <UnitedFai> the only power the 6 states have is in outnumbering the permanent members
[14:54] <UnitedFai> if you add a 6th permanent member to the security council, you negate the power of the other six, as forming into a single block would be useless
[14:54] <UnitedFai> Those were the points I wanted to raise
[14:54] <Warlordia> So the lack the right to Veto but can Out-vote given that they can agree to something?
[14:55] <UnitedFai> right..the non-permanent members can NOT veto
[14:55] <UnitedFai> they can only vote against.... so if a resolution gets 5 permanent members in favor
[14:55] <UnitedFai> but 6 non-permanent against, it still fails
[14:55] <Warlordia> Aha. I see
[14:55] <UnitedFai> this is the same way the real United Nations Security COuncil works, except they have 10 non  permanetn
[14:56] <UnitedFai> ok
[14:56] <UnitedFai> to wrap up...many states have written to me asking what we should do about Louldamin
[14:56] <UnitedFai> as you know, they have threatened our state with military action.
[14:56] <UnitedFai> I, very concerned, wrote to the Louldamin leadership. Just last week we were friends and had warm relations. I thought it might be a hacker. 
[14:57] <UnitedFai> Well, it turns out that it indeed was a misunderstanding and disciplinary action will be taken against the incompetents who allowed these posts to get through. I will also copy this message to Louldamin so they know we discussed these issues.
