Minutes of the Fourth Meeting of the African Union 

The 4th meeting of the African Union convened at 8:05 p.m. (AU HQ) on May 12, 2003 in the city of Bujumbura, headquarters of the African Union. In attendance was: Nairb Selarom, President, United Faiths, as Chairman;  Johanna DeGroot, Minister of Foreign Affaris,Warlordia; King Neres I, Ancauze; Supreme God Hamain Riales, Ouea; First Chancellor Launa DeVenlura, Vasis-Avende; Renate von Saucken, The Territory.
MEETING OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY
Resolution 005: Creation of a Commission to Monitor Suspected Cases of Religious Persecution and other Human Rights Abuses in Der Bataven

Proposed by: Martin Luther King Jr.

The report of the commission, established to investigate possible crimes against religious minorities, was made and it was determined that evidence of possible mass graves existed but no conclusive human remains were found. 

Those present at the meeting shared the belief that continued targeted sanctions on the leadership were necessary and believed that the issue of membership in the AU was a separate matter, thereby permitting Der Bataven entry into the African Union.

Resolution 006: Removal of Louldamin from the Security Council

Proposed by: Bantustand, 4/27/03

This proposal is no longer relevant so it will be closed for voting.

Resolution 007: Allowing Gabon to Reclaim their Territory

Proposed by: Gabon (presented personally by President El Hadj Omar Bongo) 4/29/03

Gabon had wanted a resolution saying the following: Gabon reclaimed its lands which had been stolen from them. Consequently, they invaded a small part of Great Flanders and took the land back. They want no war with Great Flanders or anyone else. They wish others to recognize the new borders and normalize relations.  Signatories: Gabon

After debate and strong opposition by Warlordia, the members determined that UF would approach Great Flanders to see if that state would agree for this matter to be put to a vote by the General Assembly. 

Resolution 008: Reformation of the Security Council

Proposed by: Engleland (presented personally by Foreign Minister J. MacIver) 4/29/03

[For the text of the proposal see the Message Board]

The members present debated the reforms presented by Engleland. While appreciating his insights, none of the members present believed this reforms were a better substitute to the current system. However, should Engleland wish to continue to pursue this campaign, he is encouraged to gather the votes necessary. 

(Note: As an amendment to the charter, it requires a 50% vote before the close of business on Friday, 5:30 p.m.)  Signatories (30 more required): Engleland

At 21 minutes into the meeting, The Defendant entered the chambers. It was a representative from MLK. He stated he was there to learn of which were his countries in the continent. Nairb Selarom changed the subject to FAKAR’s mission and the possibility of extracting DNA from Malcolm King’s body. They were receptive to this idea. FAKAR will travel to the capital of Louldamin and conduct the extraction process, returning with the DNA for analysis. Should it be determined that the DNA is not of Malcolm King, FAKAR’s efforts will redouble in intensity of ferociousness. The represent of MLK was then booted out of the room as soon as he agreed to these terms, as this was a closed meeting for the members of Africa only.

RESOLUTION 04: Demand of Extradition of Mr. Malcolm King, President of Martin Luther King Jr for the Murder of Heads of State and Crimes Against Humanity

An amendment was added, also charging MLK for the death of the entire royal family of Milles Gloriosus.

SECURITY COUNCIL RESOLUTION 05: Request to UN Delegate for Expulsion and Permanent Ostracism of Acomplices to MLK

Proposed by: United Faiths 5/12/03

For assisting MLK in his evil plan, the countries of Africa declare the following states, after careful investigation and intelligence analysis consensus, accomplices of MLK and demand that the current UN Delegate, the Rogue Nation of Zevmar expel them from this continent permanently. Any further attempt to reenter the continent should be met with continual expulsions until that state no longer attempts entry into Africa. In addition, many states below listed are not currently in Africa, but should not be allowed to enter as they are also puppets of the MLK regime:

[12:08] <UFaiths> However, I invite Warlordia to give any observations that they had in their visit
[12:08] <UFaiths> what is your impression of Der Bataven's recent performance?
[12:08] <UFaiths> This is an important question for the organization as in the balance are continued sanctions against the regime
[12:09] <UFaiths> perhaps Warlordia prefers not to respond?
[12:09] <UFaiths> it was a controversial visit
[12:09] <Warlordia> We found evidence of what could possibly have been mass-graves. Any bodies have however already been moved.
[12:09] <UFaiths> yes...we were disturbed by that as well
[12:09] <Warlordia> Forensics say that there are however remains of decomposed organic mater. Most likely of human origin.
[12:09] <UFaiths> The creation of Muslim-state Bombathaland also highlights severe anger toward Der Bataven
[12:09] <Ouea> *licks his lips*
[12:10] <Warlordia> A very tenative estimate of the possible dead stops at numbering about 1200.
[12:10] <UFaiths> Well...we have to present a recommendation to the African Union...frankly, I would continue the sanctions against the government
[12:10] * VasisAvnd leans over and surreptitiously bops Ouea over the head.
[12:10] <UFaiths> I can not justify these atrocities in any way and they have asked to become members of the AU
[12:10] <UFaiths> now, I present to the whole continent....should we allow Der Bataven in teh AU?

[12:11] <UFaiths> we allow other rogue leaders and states in the organization...some present company included...
[12:11] <UFaiths> what are the thoughts of the members assembled? 
[12:11] <UFaiths> should this be a separate issue from human righst violations?
[12:11] <Ouea> NO!  NEVER!  He's too... oppressive!  Yeah!

[12:11] <Warlordia> *whisperings between warlordian delegates*

[12:12] <VasisAvnd> I admit I find it very difficult to separate Der Bataven's atrocities with any possibility of a fruitful union from his joining the AU.

[12:12] <Ancauze> I really don't see why not.  As you mentioned, we have others, why should we exclude Der Bataven?

[12:16] <Warlordia> Permission to speak, Chairman.

[12:16] <Warlordia> Warlordia does not recognize Gabons claims
[12:17] <Warlordia> nor do we find it likely that our allies,members of the AU wille ither.
[12:17] <UFaiths> While Gabon is not here to defend itself, they were willing, at least initially, to put this up to an AU vote
[12:17] <UFaiths> I think if both Great Flanders and Gabon made their claims public
[12:17] <Warlordia> Even as we speak, Warlordian, Great-flemish and Territorial forces are guarding the /original/ bordes.

[12:20] <Ouea> *Riales halts for a moment to listen while taking a bite out of Neres' arm*
[12:20] <UFaiths> We are aware that we are not members of the AU, but please know this it not in disagreement with it's principals but it is in disagreement with it's administration. We are sad to say that our predictions - that the Security Council has a lot of potential for corruption - have proved correct (please note Louldamin having control of 4 seats on the council (if Congress of Unity is included). Therefore, we will propose a new administration. We would like to tell you that this is modelled partially on our own government, specifically the High Council that rules Engleland.

[12:20] <UFaiths> Size of the council: The council will consist of seven (7) members. These are: The UN delegate and two (2) representatives from each sub-region. Micro-regions do not get representation, because they are by definition not involved in the African forum.
[12:21] <UFaiths> Becoming a Councillor: A state can come onto the council by being voted in monthly elections. To vote, each person selects two (2) of the candidates and send their vote to a designated vote collector. Each of these candidates then gets a vote added to them. The two (2) with the most votes become the representatives. There are, however, provisions on who may vote in the interest of preventing corruption. The regional delegate does NOT get to vote in this election. Only those in the same region may vote for the candidates as it is THEIR region which will be represented. In addition, a state may only be nominated for election by themselves. Candidates MAY vote for themselves, although only with one of their states.
[12:21] <UFaiths> Voting on resolutions  Each councillor has one (1) vote. No councillor has veto rights, or any more voting powers than any other. The resolution is stated by the AU secretary (The person who’s account is The African Union) and then each security councillor votes on the resolution. If the resolution is against or for any state on the security council, they do not get a vote. The other sub-regional representative gets two (2) votes on the particular resolution to make up the numbers. If a resolution is for/against BOTH sub-regional representatives, then two (2) temporary councillors must be appointed for the duration of the vote. After the resolution they will not be able to vote, of course. In order for the resolution to be passed, a majority must be achieved. If a country abstains, and it is a tie, then the resolution is not passed. If the resolution is about the defence of a country, or sanctioning a war (e.g. anything to do with AU members committing to military action) the procedure is slightly different. There are two (2) types of majority for this – the majority, and the consensus. The majority is gained if it is a tie, with one or more states abstaining, or if there is only a majority of votes. This means that and AU state has PERMISSION to go to war, aid an attacked country etc. Only countries that volunteer must do this. The consensus is gained if no one votes against the resolution (abstentations do not count as votes against). The consensus means that all AU states must go to war/defend the target of the resolution if they are physically capable. Please note this is very unlikely to happen. Obviously nations without a significant military force, or with no route to the target, will not be required to send forces.

[12:39] <Territory> "The proposal appears sound to... eh... the best of my knowledge" *sweats*
[12:39] <UFaiths> I will present this resolution as-is to the security council
[12:40] <UFaiths> now...we are fortunate today
[12:40] <UFaiths> because among us are many distinguished members of the Council
[12:40] <UFaiths> so at this time I would like to point them out
[12:40] <UFaiths> and ask for their votes
[12:40] <UFaiths> Vasis Avende
[12:40] <UFaiths> as Advisor I call on your vote
[12:40] <UFaiths> Territory as Southern Rep I call on your vote

[12:41] <UFaiths> Ancauze as  Western Rep I call on your vote
[12:41] <Territory> *thick accent* "The Territory approves"
[12:41] <Ancauze> *in a booming voice* I approve!
[12:41] <UFaiths> We only have to consult Ultramar on this point 
[12:41] <UFaiths> and then have one more vote from the non-permanent security council
[12:41] <UFaiths> this will be enough for the resolution to pass
[12:42] <UFaiths> after which time, I will immediately contact Zevmar and ask him to boot these players
[12:42] <UFaiths> thanks for all of your help
[12:42] <UFaiths> let's move on
[12:42] <UFaiths> At this time
[12:42] <UFaiths> I open the floor to all of you
[12:42] <UFaiths> is there any other resolution that you propose
[12:42] <UFaiths> whether SC or GA?
[12:42] <Territory> [OOC: If there is time at the end, I'd like to discuss the problems of bootery and UN representation]

[12:43] <UFaiths> i am only referring at this time to resolutions per se
[12:43] * VasisAvnd shakes her head.
[12:43] <UFaiths> ok...well then let's move to the next part

[12:48] <UFaiths> OOC: Zevmar is a personal friend of mine..actually, the only one in this game that I really do know
[12:49] <UFaiths> I had dinner with him and his sister on Saturday and he assured me
[12:49] <Territory> OOC: The political prestige of our "real" UN Delegate we can vote for as we do with AU leadership.
[12:49] <Ancauze> Hmm...
[12:49] <UFaiths> that he will play along with whatever we do
[12:49] <UFaiths> He is rather busy at work (works for IBM) so he doesn't get a lot of time to log on
[12:49] <Ancauze> So, Zevmar would be there only to prevent attacks and such from happening again...
[12:50] <UFaiths> but if I email him with something that he needs to take action on, he will log on and post whatever we request
[12:50] <Warlordia> Good enough.
[12:50] <Territory> OOC: He has my thanks for one. ^_^ 
[12:50] <Ancauze> I like the idea.
[12:50] * VasisAvnd nods.*
[12:50] <Warlordia> OOC: Respect his Authority.
[12:50] <UFaiths> well...for now I propose that we keep it like this
[12:50] <UFaiths> perhaps for another month
[12:50] <Warlordia> Agreed.
[12:50] <Ancauze> I concur.
[12:50] <UFaiths> but...I would like to have new elections for  AU member
[12:50] <Territory> Sounds good.
[12:50] <UFaiths> AU Leader, I should say
[12:51] <UFaiths> This Friday I will step down from my post
[12:51] <UFaiths> and open the gates for a new AU leader to come to power
[12:51] <UFaiths> I would like to at least open the floor for nominations
[12:51] <UFaiths> We had promised to have monthly elections in Africa
[12:52] <Warlordia> *feigned disinterest*
[12:52] <UFaiths> As many of you know, exactly four weeks ago we elected MLK
[12:52] <Ouea> I nominate Der Bataven!
[12:52] <UFaiths> and this friday would mark the time for renomination
[12:52] * VasisAvnd didn't. :P
[12:52] <Territory> "The Luunian leadership served well as UN representatives" *sweats*
[12:52] <UFaiths> ...however, should I feel that the environment is not ripe for an election I could postpone it
[12:52] * VasisAvnd bops Ouea without any attempt at discretion.
